Later, the minister of Coventry Cathedral was
contacted and told that it came originally from a small church in Wales who simply asked that whenever it was
used people would thank God for its writer. We thank God for the writer and for those who contributed to its
present adaptation and, especially, for those who strive to live out Jesus’ wide welcome day after day.
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
