The women did not expect Jesus to rise from the dead. 

They expected to anoint a dead body, and they worried 

about the stone. This shows they expected everything to 

be the way it was left. They did not know about the guards 

RU�WKH�VHDO��0DWW������å�����DQG�WKH\�GHĆQLWHO\�GLG�QRW�

expect a resurrection. The disciples didn’t expect it either, 

since even after hearing news of resurrection, they did not 

believe it (Luke 24:11).

The women found an empty tomb • Mark 16:4–6DAY 2

READ    
Mark 16:1–8

EXPLAIN    
The truth of Mark 16:4–6

Imagine their surprise when the women found the tomb open! They 

ducked down through the small door, but once inside they could stand 

up straight. Tombs like this one were family tombs, usually about 6 

or 7 feet tall. There would be a bench carved in the stone where the 

dead body would lay for a year. After it decomposed, family members 

would put the bones in a bone box so that the bench could be used 

again. But instead of a stinking corpse, the women saw a brilliant 

angel, with white clothes dazzling like lightning (Matt 28:3). Angels 

are powerful heavenly warriors, so as usual, he had to tell them not to

place, then he delivered unimaginable news: Jesus had risen from the 

dead. He showed them the empty stone bench. The tomb was clearly 

empty. Even the religious leaders couldn’t dispute that. They had to 

make up a story about the body being stolen, because it was obvious 

to everyone that there was no body (Matt 28:11–15). 

The women were given a mission • Mark 16:7DAY 3
READ    
Mark 16:1–8 

EXPLAIN   
The truth of Mark 16:7 

If the tomb was clearly empty, why did God send an 

angel to speak to the women at all? The angel came 

to announce Jesus’ resurrection. Just as an angel 

announced the miraculous meaning of Jesus’ birth, so 

an angel announced the miracle of His resurrection. 

The angel also gave these women a mission. He 

especially mentioned Peter because Peter needed some 

encouragement. He needed to know that just as Jesus 

rightly predicted his denial, so He also rightly predicted 

new life and restoration (14:27–28). The women 

obeyed, although they were so stunned they spoke to

to the resurrection were women. But in Jewish culture, 

women’s testimony did not count. If the early church 

made up the resurrection story, they would never 

KDYH�VDLG�ZRPHQ�ZHUH�WKH�ĆUVW�ZLWQHVVHV��7KH�RQO\�

explanation is that the gospels tell the story this way 

because it really happened this way.

EXPLAIN    
The truth of Mark 16:8

If the resurrection was good news, why were the women

fear? While some versions include eleven more verses in 

the book of Mark, the earliest and best manuscripts show 

that these verses were added later to make the ending 

feel less abrupt. But Mark purposefully ended the story 

with the same amazement and fear that people always 

felt toward Jesus. It is like the time when Jesus calmed 

the storm: instead of being relieved, the disciples were 

more afraid than before (4:41)! This is how people feel 

when they have encountered God. When the women 

saw the empty tomb and heard the angels’ message, they 

realized they were in the middle of the most remarkable 

act of God in history. They were so overwhelmed their 

bodies literally shook. Yet along with fear there can be 

great joy. Jesus’ resurrection proves that God accepted

Because Jesus conquered death, He is the resurrection 

and the life, and He is able to give new, eternal life to all 

who put their hope in Him (John 11:25).

The resurrection matters • 1 Corinthians 15:12–20DAY 5
READ    
1 Corinthians 15:1–20

EXPLAIN    
The truth of 1 Corinthians 15:12–20

The resurrection is a big deal. Without the 

resurrection, Jesus’ death would be useless, and our 

faith would be worthless. Preaching about Jesus is 

useless too if Jesus has not been raised. If Jesus is 

not alive, then all the witnesses and preachers of the 

resurrection are liars. And if Jesus never rose from 

the grave, then we are still in our sins (Acts 5:30–31; 

Rom 4:25). Without the resurrection, there is no hope 

for Christians who have died, and those Christians 

that are still alive are the most wretched people on 

earth. But Jesus has been raised from the dead, being 

WKH�êĆUVWIUXLWVë�RI�WKRVH�ZKR�KDYH�DOUHDG\�GLHG��+LV�

resurrection guarantees that every Christian will one 

day be raised too. The resurrection of Jesus and the 

resurrection of all Christians stand and fall together. If 

one is raised, so is the other. Because Jesus came back 

to life, we also will one day rise again with new, real, 

living bodies just like His (1 Cor 15:35–58). At that 

time we will live fully in the powerful presence of God 

forever.
