1. ATONEMENT = kippur = “to wipe away, to cover over, to cleanse” = at-one-meant.

2. How is our ATONEMENT accomplished?!
Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures (1 Cor. 15:3).

3. Christ’s death removed two things that separated us from God:
1. Our sin
2. God’s wrath

4. Everyone who calls out to the Lord for help will be saved (Ro. 10:13, HSB).

. When we choose the One who choses us (Eph. 1:4)...
. We are justified (Romans 3:24-25).

. We are made new (2 Cor. 5:17).

. We are truly forgiven (1 Pt. 3:18, NLT).
