The Passion of our Lord Jesus Christ
According to St. John (18:1-19:30)

JOHN: Jesus went out with his disciples across the
Kidron valley to a place where there was a
garden, which he and his disciples entered.

It
read, "Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the
Jews." Many read this inscription, because
the place was near the city; and it was
written in Hebrew, in Latin, and in Greek.

The Burial

John:

After these things, Pilate was approached by
Joseph of Arimathea, a disciple of Jesus, but a
secret disciple for fear of the Jews, who asked to
be allowed to remove the body of Jesus. Pilate
gave him permission, so Joseph came and took
the body away. He was joined by Nicodemus.
They took the body of Jesus and wrapped it,
with the spices, in strips of linen cloth
according to Jewish burial customs. Now at the
place where he had been crucified there was a
garden, and in the garden a new tomb, not yet
used for burial. Because the tomb was near at
hand and it was the eve of the Jewish Sabbath,
they laid Jesus there.
