Aconsultant usually has experience in
arelated language and can, through the backtranslation, identify things
inthe draft that might need revision. Nouns and verbs, idioms and
pronouns (Doku has just under 50 possible pronoun farmsl), all need to
be marked to show what the translation says. The five Doku translators
who participated learned a lot and approached the task with a real
seriousness. They are now working to back translate Ruth and Mark,

The business for the rest of us has been school. All the children are
daing well in ther studies, and all of them enjoy the time when they are
free farthe day to play outside. Games have included tag, basketball,
weaving coconut frands, climbing trees and tree houses, and swinging
on a awing (that has now been removed because of tao many injuries) !l

The usual: Daily life takes a lot of time: power cuts are commoan, water
shortages still happen, everything seems to need repair, ants are taking
over the warld, shopping invol es multiple stores plus the market.

Our
visa paperwark is finally finished (last Friday of zeptember), but after
three days Faul is still struggling to get the paperwork on his maotaorbike
upto date (again multiple offices to take care of registration, a sign
shop [to make a license plate], nspection, and insurance).

The daysfollow a fairly predictable pattern: the sun rizes by b:30am
and sets by b:30pm, the temperatures range between 24% C (early
marning) and 357 C {midday), the bird sang is bright each marning, the
smake of burning garbage later inthe day is toxic. Ships come inand
out of the harbour and colleagues come inand out of the country. The
wards of the Teacher come to mind:

| wondered as this theme and hymn were chosen if we could sing it in partnership with those in Bolivia, we who do
not know nor live such realities...and then the police officer was stabbed in Edmonton and the shooting took place
in Las Vegas and the explosion happened in Mogadishu...and we sang...though death is everywhere; we can’t es-
cape it.
