The Three Solas

It probably does not come as a surprise, with all the
articles, banners, lectures, t.v. programs, messages and
announcements, that this coming October 31stis the
500t anniversary of the Reformation. Throughout this
year it has been a time of repentance, reflection, re-
newal, celebration and thanksgiving. A time to join in
the refrain: “To God Be the Glory!”

This lifting up of the 500t anniversary can also be a
reminder of the “Three Solas.” The “Three Solas,” you
say? Yes! You may have seen something like this on a
preservice slide one Sunday morning. Sola Fide - By
Faith Alone; Sola Gratia - By Grace Alone; and Sola
Scriptura - Scripture Alone. For Martin Luther and

many of the reformers, this was a rallying cry which
still echoes today. As Pastor Matthew Anderson brought this to mind in an essay a number of years ago:
“If we are an evangelical and reforming church still, it will be in our upholding of the three solas.”

Sola Fide (By Faith Alone): “For in the gospel the righteousness of God is revealed—a righteous-
ness that is by faith from first to last, just as it is written: ‘The righteous will live by faith.” (Romans 1:17).
Faith is much more than simple belief. It is trust and love, a relationship with Jesus. Luther’s explanation
of the Third Article of the Apostles’ Creed points out: “I believe that by my own reason or strength I can-
not believe in Jesus Christ, my Lord, or come to him. But the Holy Spirit has called me through the Gospel,
enlightened me with his gifts, and sanctified and preserved me in true faith...”

Sola Gratia (By Grace Alone): “For you are saved by grace through faith, and this is not from our-
selves; it is God'’s gift...” (Ephesians 2:8). Grace is being reconciled with God and neighbor, not by what we
have done, but by what God has done for all of us through Jesus Christ, our Lord and Savior.

Sola Scriptura (Scripture Alone): “All scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuk-
ing, correcting and training in righteousness, so that all God’s people may be thoroughly equipped for every
good work.” (2 Timothy 3:16-17). The belief that the Bible contains what we need to be reconciled to God
and live righteously was important to the reformers. Scripture is above all other authorities, including
the Church and tradition. Ultimately, for Martin Luther, the Bible was the ‘cradle’ of Christ.

This provides a brief insight into a significant gift for us, courtesy of the Reformation and our God
who blesses us with God’s Word, God’s Grace and the Faith to carry on!

The sixteenth century was a time of tremendous upheaval in church and society. Social and religious movements re-
sulted from the new ideas and insights of individuals that changed the course of history and left legacies that are still
alive today. Martin Luther (1482-1546) and his younger contemporary Ignatius of Loyola (1491-1556) represent in
many ways the essence of the Protestant Reformation and the Catholic Counter-Reformation that followed their contri-
bution to that era. While divided by the forces of history, each man began with a personal spiritual transformation that
set him on a path to renewal in the church.

The Presenters
— e ms Charles Pottie-Paté sj is originally from Nova Scotia with Acadian roots. He entered the

81 Society of Jesus in 1959 and has completed 58 years as a Jesuit. He taught liturgy and

1 sacramental theology from 1980 to 2006 in various universities - Toronto, Ottawa,
Rome, Halifax. He has been giving the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius of Loyola since
1970 in one form or another, accompanying people in their journey of faith. He has been
in the Calgary diocese since September of 2011 and his ministry involves the continua-
tion of his work with Ignatian Spirituality including the Spiritual Exercises, retreats, and
spiritual direction and as Jesuit liaison with Christian Life Community - lay association
rooted in Ignatian vision. He plays the piano and organ, and has been involved in liturgical
music ministry. He resides at St. Mary’s Cathedral, Cathedral. He enjoys swimming, hiking, theatre
and music.

Rev. Kristian Wold, a lifelong Lutheran, grew up in Red Deer, Alberta. He attended the Canadian Lu-
theran Bible School, then Augustana University in Camrose. His summers as a student were spent
working at Wilderness Ranch, a Lutheran summer camp, as a guide and wrangler. Training for the
ministry in Saskatoon, at seminary he discovered an abiding love for the liturgy of the church. As a
pastor since 2004 he has focused his ministry on teaching, preaching, and liturgical leadership. He
has served congregations in Camrose and Calgary, and has always valued his ecumenical and inter-
faith connections. In recent years he has focused attention on building community through Nonvio-
lent Communication, and Music that Makes Community. Kristian enjoys playing jazz piano, moun-
tain biking, and hiking in the beautiful Rocky Mountains.

Get on PAR (Pre-Authorized Remittance) at LCOS

Did you know that you may give to LCOS via pre-authorized remittance one time per month from your bank or credit union
chequing account? This program is like any other pre-authorized debit program and is called the PAR (Pre-Authorized Re-
mittance) program. Debits will be drawn from accounts on the 20th of each month. Whenever the 20th falls on a weekend
or holiday, the debits will be drawn on the first business day following the 20th. Donations via the PAR program will be
recorded on quarterly statements and year-end tax receipts along with all other giving.

Amounts from PAR can be directed to:

1) The LCOS general budget

2) Canadian Lutheran World Relief (CLWR)

3) Capital Maintenance

You can give additional amounts and to other purposes via your regular donation envelopes.
The minimum amount to give via this program is a total of $50.00 per month.

You can sign up, make banking or donation amount changes, or withdraw from the program at any time. These changes
will be effective the month following the submission of the change. Forms are available to process these changes. The pro-
gram is administered by the Financial Secretary. Authorization forms are available in the Place of Welcome.
