For over 60 years the A.C.W. has 

been sending bales to nine 

churches in the Diocese of the  

Yukon, three times a year; in 

March, June, and November 

shipped via Canadian  

Freightways at a reduced cost. 

 

Bales are: 2’ wide x 3’ long and 1’ 

deep. Made with an outer layer of 

fiberglass to keep the bale dry,  

2 blankets (to keep the bale  

secure for transport). 

What your church can do to help: organize a clothing drive, donate money, or time. 
 
Men’s: sweaters, pants, shirts, (t-shirt, long and short sleeve) jackets, toques, scarves, socks. 
 
Ladies: sweaters, pants, shirts (t-shirt, long and short sleeve), jackets, skirts, dresses, toques, scarves, shawls, 
socks 
 
Youth and children size 2 up (boys and girls): sweaters, pants, shirts (t-shirt, long and short sleeve), jack-
ets, skirts, dresses, toques, scarves, socks. PLEASE NO USED UNDERWEAR. 
 
NEW ONLY PLEASE! Baby items needed to make layettes: knitted or crocheted baby blankets 40”x40”, receiv-
ing blankets, onesies,  
sleepers, cloth diapers, diaper pins, rubber pants, baby outfits, socks, shoes, jackets, dresses, knitted baby sets, 
hooded towels, wash cloths, travel size shampoo, Vaseline, Q-tips, creams, baby lotion, baby soap, toys, teething 
rings, brushes 
 
Household needs: blankets, sheets (twin, double, queen, king), pillow cases, towels (any size), wash cloths, 
aprons, pot holders (anything that packs FLAT and will not break) knitted or crocheted: scarves, toques, blankets 
of any size, and lap blankets are always needed! 
 
Gifts: (at Christmas time we enclose gifts in each bale) books, children games, puzzles, crafts, stationery, and 
new clothes.
