Justice Mission (IJM). Please pray for an upcoming

IJM also asks for specific prayers in the different 
regions they are serving.

We can ask for God’s 
wisdom for IJM’s team working on a complicated case 
in slavery at a spinning mill in South Asia. Finally, we 
praise God for the first conviction this year: two 
traffickers were convicted for exploiting three young 
teens.
