They stripped him of his clothes, 
beat him up, and left him half dead beside the road. 
“By chance a priest came along. But when he saw the man lying there, he crossed to 
the other side of the road and passed him by.

“Then a despised Samaritan came along, and when he saw the man, he felt compas-
sion for him.
