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An Exciting Month Ahead

November is an emotional roller coaster in the life of the 
church.  We begin by remembering our saints who have 
gone onto glory and celebrating the gift of their lives.  For 
some, this experience is uplifting; for others it is painful.  
We are all over the map with joy and sorrow as we 
remember, grieve and give thanks. 

For the rest of November, we wrap up the long season 
after Pentecost in which we have been celebrating the life 
of the Holy Spirit amongst us and our own spiritual growth. 
On these Sundays, we hear stories of Christ's return and 
how to prepare ourselves for its coming. The season 
culminates with Christ the King Sunday, as we acknowledge 
Christ's supremacy in every part of our lives and of our life 
together. Christ the King Sunday is 
something like New Year's Eve in the 
life of the church: a time to celebrate 
our life together, knowing that our 
resolution-making is coming with the 
dawn.  

This makes November the perfect time 
to host our annual stewardship drive as 
we contemplate what it means to 
follow Christ in his way, open ourselves 
to being conformed into his image, and 
dedicate our resources to the building 
of God's realm on earth. 

The colors on the altar will change a lot 
in November: from white to green to white, moving from 
"innocence and purity" to "spiritual growth" and back, 
symbolizing the celebrating and stretching we will do 
together. 

I invite you to participate fully in this exciting month.  Be in 
prayer about those who have touched and molded your 
life and prepare yourself to give thanks for them on 
November 5.   

All during the month, consider that stewardship means 
more than you think it does. Stewardship is not just about 
money, but more importantly about: 

 how we order our lives 

 what we value 

 whom we place on the throne of our lives 

 where we hear God leading 

These considerations determine how, what, and when we 
give in a much deeper way than considerations about 
money and budgets alone. 

Be in prayer, discernment, and conversation with your 
family about God, your faith lives, your values, and your 
finances and other resources. Talk about what God is 

calling you to give to the church and 
what it takes to further our mission and 
communal life.  Choose together what 
you will give for the year and come to 
church ready to make an anonymous 
pledge on November 19. For detailed 
help with this discernment, refer to the 
next several pages of the Crossbeams 
beginning with "What do I need to 
know in order to take a step in my 
giving?" and ending with the "Take a 
Step in Giving" financial chart. 

Spend the last week in November week 
in prayer for all of the families and 

individuals in our church community. Ask God to support 
and care for them as they also prepare to keep their 
promises in the coming year. 

Come to worship November 26 ready to re-enthrone Christ 
as Lord and King of all.  Luther would say this is hard work, 
because each of us wants to be God ourselves! What will it 
take for you to get yourself off the throne of your life and 
put Jesus there?

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What do I need to know in order 
to take a step in my giving? 

First, let’s understand some things about money….  

Financial transactions are nothing more than a system of 
trading one thing for another (bartering). Before the in-
vention of money, people traded goods and services, 
agreeing upon relative value and exchanging like for like. 
For example, if you were strong and could lift heavy things, 
you could go around lifting heavy things for farmers in ex-
change for food.  Of course, this system breaks down 
quickly: What if you need a hair cut, but the barber 
doesn’t need any lifting done or the only lifting work is on 
the farm?   

Money allows people to exchange good and services for an 
item of agreed-upon value, that can then be used as 
“currency” in the marketplace.  (At first it was buttons.) In 
other words, money is nothing more than an “agreement 
of value”. Money was not invented by God. Money was 
invented by people to make transactions easier and give 
people more choices in the marketplace. (As an interesting 
aside, look up “rai stones” or “stone money” on the inter-
net!) 

Currency, transactions, and the de-
sire to accumulate money have a 
way of creeping into our internal 
value system and corrupting us. We 
call this condition “greed.” 1 Timo-
thy 6:10 says, “For the love of mon-
ey is a root of all kinds of evil, and in 
their eagerness to be rich some 
have wandered away from the faith 
and pierced themselves with many 
pains.” (Note that it says, “the love of money”, not money 
itself. Money itself is benign.) Indeed, if you want to dis-
cover why people suffer, follow the money in their person-
al lives, and in our governments, businesses and organiza-
tions. Much pain is caused to masses of people by the cor-
ruption and greed of a few in pivotal positions. 

Next, let’s talk about why financial giving is neces-
sary for everyone, no matter who you are or how 
much money you have…. 

Financial stewardship is the best way the worshipping 
community knows to keep the human heart free of greed 
and financial corruption. There are several reasons for this. 

Financial stewardship helps people recognize that God is 
God and we are not. We name and claim that God has giv-

en us every good thing, including the ability to prosper. As 
recognition of God’s blessings to us, we strive to give 
blessings back to God, measure for measure. The regular 
practice of giving money helps us honor the first com-
mandment. It continually reminds us in a tangible and 
sometimes painful way that we honor God above every-
thing and everyone else.  

Financial stewardship invests us in the mission of God. In 
Luke 12, Jesus says, 32 “Do not be afraid, little flock, for it is 
your Father’s good pleasure to give you the kingdom. 33 Sell 
your possessions, and give alms. Make purses for your-
selves that do not wear out, an unfailing treasure in heav-
en, where no thief comes near and no moth destroys. 34 For 
where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” It 
matters where you put your money. If you invest in hock-
ey, you will live, breathe, and love hockey. You will spend 
your time there, too. If you invest in the church, you will 
care differently about the church’s mission. You will spend 
more time there and you will be changed spiritually as you 
make God and God’s beloved community the center of 
your life. More and more, you will be challenged to pour 
your life out for others the way that Jesus did. Of course 
you can invest in more than one thing, but often people 
invest in many things, leaving the church out of the pic-

ture. 

We strive to practice first fruits giv-
ing. This means giving to God first, 
before the payment of any bills, fi-
nancial commitments, or spending 
desires. Why? Because if we give to 
God from the leftovers or excess 
money we have, we often find there 
is little left to give. “First fruits giv-
ing” requires us to think about and 

plan where we will spend our money. It forces us to budg-
et and tell our money what to do, rather than watch it 
drain away leaving us wondering where it all went. People 
who practice “first fruits giving” often report experiencing 
having enough money for all the things they want to do, 
no matter how much money they have. 

You should also know some things about the financ-
es at Church of the Cross: 

 All personal financial giving records are confidential. 

 No one will ever talk to you or anyone else about how 
much you give, or “squeeze you” to give more, alt-
hough they may ask you to give something. 
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 The weekly counters and the financial secretary, who 
are responsible for handling everything that comes 
into the offering plates and making deposits on behalf 
of the church are the only people who see individual 
contributions. They have a code of confidentiality they 
must keep to protect people’s privacy in matters of 
giving. The pastors, staff, council, and members of the 
congregation do not know how much or how fre-
quently individual people give to the church. 

 All of the regular expenses, including the mortgage, 
utility bills, maintenance expenses, staff salaries and 
contracts, office supplies, coffee, candles, music, and 
program costs are paid from the contributions of 
members and guests and from rental fees received 
from outside organizations and groups who contract 
with us to use our building space.   

 Sometimes we receive grants from outside organiza-
tions for special projects. 

 We also receive memorial donations from people 
wishing to honor and remember a loved one. These 
funds are used to purchase “permanent furnishings” in 
the church, particularly things related to worship and 
enhancement of communal life. 

 Your giving is never compared to 
the giving of anyone else. 

 We do not receive funding from 
the national, synodical, or confer-
ence expressions of the church. 
In fact, we send money to them to fund ministry at 
those levels. These are things like: seminary education, 
world hunger relief, the national magazine, and pro-
vincial initiatives like mental health ministry. 

Why do we function this way? 

Financial giving is a highly personal and spiritual matter. It 
really is no one’s business except yours and God’s, and it is 
best kept between you. 

How do take a step in my giving? 

Most importantly, begin where you are. You cannot go 
from giving nothing to giving a huge percentage of your 
income in a single swift motion. Yet, it is important that 
you take a step, small or large.  All of us stepping to to-
gether will make a huge impact on the ministry of the 
church, and therefore the world. 

Three simple rules in life:  If you do not go after what you 
want, you’ll never have it.  If you do not ask, the answer 
will always be no.  If you do not step forward, you will 

always be in the same place.

To take a step in your giving, you must address to aspects 
of giving: Frequency and amount.

As with every mark of discipleship, the pastors are availa-
ble to meet with you for prayer, consultation and guidance 
as you take new steps. Remember that taking these steps 
in giving is an act of spiritual growth and deepening disci-
pleship. May God bless your growth and your giving. 

FREQUENCY 

Financial giving is like a muscle that becomes strong as it is 
exercised and used. We take a step 
with the frequency of our giving so 
that financial giving becomes a habit. 
The questions below are intended to 
help to assess where and how to take 
a step with the frequency and regular-
ity of your giving. If you can answer 
“Yes” to the question, continue to the 

next question. As soon as you answer “No” to a question, 
go to work in that section and assess how to take the next 
step in your giving.  

Have you ever given money to the church? If not… 

Beginning to give is often a matter of confronting our 
awareness about how ministry is funded and our part in it. 
Oftentimes we simply haven’t thought about giving. May-
be we think other people we take care of it, or that we 
don’t have anything to contribute. Giving to the church, 
however, is not about any of those things. Giving to the 
church is about taking a step toward living in right relation-
ship with God and others. Giving to the church is about 
reordering our economic minds and beginning to make 
them spiritual. Your first step is to pray. Ask God to reor-
der your thoughts about money. Listen for how God is call-
ing you to contribution to your congregation.

Do you give money to the church each Sunday you 
attend, or do you give on PAR? If not… 

You have given money to the church before, now the step 
to take is to plan to give money to the church each time 
you attend. This step is not so much about giving large 
amounts of money, but about getting in the habit of giving 
something regularly. Each member of the church is issued 
a set of offering envelopes to help with building this mus-
cle. Use your envelopes to plan to make a gift to the 
church each time you attend. Plan out one month at a 
time, placing your offering in the envelopes when you 
plan. Bring the envelopes with you when you worship. 

Do you give money regularly, whether or not you 
attend? If not… 

You have given money to the church before, either every 
time you attend, or close to it. The next step in building 
your giving muscle is to give whether you attend or not. 
When you do your financial planning each month, plan to 
give a specific amount for the month. Either divide that 
amount into your envelopes, make one monthly payment 
in one envelope, or make arrangements to give of PAR. 
Giving on Par allows you to give monthly, electronically on 
a specific date of your choice. The calculations become 
easier if you do annual planning and plan your giving to 
the church once for the whole year. 

Do you give money at times above and beyond your 
regular giving, such as Cause of the Month, Lenten 
services, special asks, or for memorials? If not… 

If you are already giving regularly to the church, whether 
you attend or not, the next step is to open your finances to 
the special projects of the congregation and the extra-mile 
giving projects that benefit other agencies within the wid-
er church and our community. Pray about which projects 
you might support and to what extent. Give generously 
and often. 

Do you give to these sorts of opportunities regular-
ly? If not… 

Plan to give to the special projects of the congregation and 
extra-mile giving projects that benefit other agencies with-
in the wider church ad our community. If you plan once 
annually, you can budget for these projects and events as 
a method of planned generosity. 

 

 

AMOUNT 

Are you giving a percentage of your income, or a reg-
ular amount each month? If not… 

When determining how much to give, the pastors recom-
mend using a percentage of your income. Starting to give 
in this manner will reorder your financial life. The absolute 
best thing to do is to create an annual budget. If you have 
never done this, use the budgeting worksheet included in 
this packet. A budget is nothing more than a plan; you tell-
ing your money what you want it to do. 

If you are giving a percentage of your income or a regular 
amount each month, the next step is for you to increase 
that percentage or amount. 

Use the step charts to help you calculate how much to 
budget to give.  (Page 5 and 6)

Sometimes we talk about our congregation being a family. It certainly is not the only metaphor for our 
congregation, but it does emphasize that relationships are key to our life together. There is the relation-

ship we have with God. There is the relationship we have with ourselves (you might say our baptismal identity 
as a child of God). And there is the relationship we have with other members in the congregation.  

 When I think about my own grandparents, aunts and uncles, my experience was that they loved me, were interested 
in what I was doing, and gently guide and advised. It is a different role than my parents had but the gentle reinforcement 
and encouragement these relatives provided supported and contributed to my whole upbringing. 

 One of the possibilities for your children is that they can have a whole congregation of grandparents, aunts and un-
cles who:  

 First and foremost, love and accept your children, 

 Are interested in who they are and what they are doing, and  

 Who can gently guide and advise your children and support you in their life and faith development. 

 These relationships are developed through consistency, intentionality, and awareness of what these relationships 
provide. Allow your children to get to know these new relatives through regular worship attendance and participation in 
BLAST. Allow your children to recognize themselves as grandkids, nieces and nephews of the older folks in the congrega-
tion!

In October I joined ELCOC as pas-
toral intern. As someone with 
relatively fresh eyes I've been 
asked to write about where I see 
God at work in and through this 
congregation. 

I came to this place in the middle 
of an exciting time. ELCOC was 

celebrating 500 years of reforming the church, five 
years as a rainbow congregation, young people con-
firming their baptismal vows, and new members be-
ing welcomed. What a month, and it's not over yet. 
In all of these celebrations I could see the Holy Spirit 
moving through the body of Christ, empowering and 
inspiring individual members of all ages to service 
and sharing their faith. 

In Sunday worship I heard confirmands lead worship 
and share their faith statements with the assembly - 
proclaiming how they experience God working in 
their lives.  A week later I saw that this practice is not 
limited to young people at their confirmation when 
Lise, emboldened by her experience of God, shared 
her faith story. I heard other adults share their faith 
stories outside of worship and I know that more peo-
ple will share their stories in worship on October 22.  

In this place I have seen people empowered by the 
Spirit to speak truth, including how the church and 
members of the clergy have harmed them. I have 
seen people empowered to forgive, to serve, to lead, 

to teach, to welcome, and to bless. I have seen the 
Spirit empower the people here in big ways, for ex-
ample lay people getting up to share their stories of 
salvation, right down to three-year-old Rebekka lay-
ing her hand and her teddy bear's paw on the new 
intern in blessing. In that small gesture I saw that this 
is a place where not only are little children welcome 
to come to God, but a place where they are allowed 
to show us how the Spirit moves through them.  

Here is a place where the Spirit flows through and 
dwells in the little children the older children at 
heart, in families and single people, in straight and 
gay, trans- and cis-gender people, in charter mem-
bers and newly welcomed members, empowering 
and encouraging them to a ministry of Word and Ser-
vice.
