c. Depending on the size of your group, have the kids share their
answers with the people sitting closest to them or with
everyone.

d. Letthe group know that today’s God and Life Stories are about
helping people who are hurting.

Instructions
a. Gather everyone in an open area.

c. Describe a scene (e.g., someone who's hurt, being in a crowd,
helping others, meeting Jesus, etc.).

d. Give everyone a few seconds to get into a motionless pose.

e. Direct the kids to remain frozen for a few seconds.

f. Repeat with new scenes as time allows.

c. Emphasize that Jesus shared God's love by forgiving the man’s
sins and healing his wounds.

d. Highlight the Big Idea: We can share God's love by helping
those who are hurting.

e. Ask the kids to think of people they know who are hurting in
different ways (e.g., don't have enough food, need forgiveness,
have a disease or injury, are lonely, etc.).

f. Give each of the kids an activity page (and a clipboard if
available).
Place the markers and stickers where everyone can reach them.
Review a few of the ideas on the page with the kids.

Show them the blanks to fill in on the calendar.

Encourage everyone to think creatively about ways they could

help hurting people. Help them with suggestions as needed.

k. Direct the kids to decorate their calendars with the markers and
stickers.

l. When they're done, pray for each of your group members by

name. Ask God to help them share his love by helping hurting
