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Going through hard times alone makes us feel 
weighed down and exhausted. Jesus cares for our 
hurts and grief through the hands and voices of 
others. Take time to reach out to someone with 
the love of Jesus by praying with them.  
  
Psalm 145 is a song of praise to God. Read verse 
8 aloud several times, “The Lord is gracious and 
merciful, slow to anger and abounding in steadfast 
love.” After each time, pause for a moment of 
silence. Think or tell about a time when God’s 
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steadfast love was a comfort to you. Read the 
verse one more time and close with, “Amen.”  
 
Prayer: Merciful God, we thank you for giving us 
rest when we are weary and the invitation to lean 
on you through Christ our Lord. Amen.
