Our Father in heaven, 
Hallowed be Your name. 
10 Your kingdom come. 
Your will be done 
On earth as it is in heaven. 
11 Give us this day our daily bread. 
12 And forgive us our debts, 
As we forgive our debtors. 
13 And do not lead us into temptation, 
But deliver us from the evil one. 
For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever. Amen. 

 
When you pray…..know God as Father, loving, always there for you, arms open wide waiting for 
you, wanting to pull you close to Him 
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…...know He is holy, above all things and the name of Jesus is above all names, there is none 
like our God. He is supernatural yet near to His children 
 
When you pray….know that Jesus is King and that He will one day rule and reign on the earth 
but that today He can reign in you and through you  
 
When you pray…..know that He has plans and desires for you and they are greater than what 
you have for yourself and if you will submit to the Holy Spirit, His plans and desires will be 
carried out in your life 
 
When you pray….know that Jesus is your provider, He provides for your physical needs through 
resources, opportunities, and instruction. Know that He allows you to have what you have and 
all that you have is a blessing. 
 
When you pray….know that God will forgive you every single time you ask, His grace is 
abundant, His love is unfailing and as you experience that grace and love, you won’t be able to 
help but pour it out on others. 
 
When you pray….know that God won’t send you anywhere that He isn’t willing to go with you. 
Sometimes you will be tempted but He is with you and if you submit to Him, He will deliver you 
from evil, He will protect you! Jesus is victory! 
 
When you pray like this….you will see Jesus move in your life….Do you believe it? 
 

Matthew 6:13b (NKJV) 
For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever. Amen.

C.S. Lewis, argued that “it takes a community of people to get to know an individual 
person.” Lewis frequently met with J.R.R. Tolkien, Charles Williams, Owen Barfield, and 
many others. Lewis observed that “some aspects of his friend’s personality were brought 
out only through interaction with a second friend.” If you think about this, you might 
realize that a person you know might act slightly differently when alone with you or when 
with a larger group. Lewis said, “By myself I am not large enough to call the whole man 
into activity; I want other lights than my own to show all his facets.” 
 
C.S. Lewis says, “We should pray and praise together because the more we share the 
Heavenly Bread between us, the more we shall all have.”
