4.How does the promise of resurrection affect the way you think about life 
and how to live? Do you find that this idea makes you more or less 
encouraged/energized/passionate? 

5.The Apostle Paul’s conclusion is in verse 58. Read that verse. Do you find it 
encouraging? What does it mean to work enthusiastically for the Lord? 
What ways do you see yourself doing this?
