Hope is an optimistic state of mind that is based on an expectation of positive outcomes with respect to events and circumstances in one's life or the world at large. Wikipedia

· Hope is about FUTURE. It is a desire for something good that hasn’t happened yet.
When we see HOPE in the New Testament of the Bible, we are talking about a CONFIDENT EXPECTATION and desire for something good in the future. BIG DIFFERENCE…
1 Peter 1 3 Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given us new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead

The object of our Hope is the resurrection of Jesus
1 Cor 15 17 And if Christ has not been raised, then your faith is useless and you are still guilty of your sins. 18 In that case, all who have died believing in Christ are lost! 19 And if our hope in Christ is only for this life, we are more to be pitied than anyone in the world. 20 But in fact, Christ has been raised from the dead.
Rom 8 24 We were given this hope when we were saved. (If we already have something, we don’t need to hope for it. 25 But if we look forward to (HOPE) something we don’t yet have, we must wait patiently and confidently.)

Our HOPE, summarized is this… If we have placed our trust in Jesus for forgiveness of sins, there is an eternal HOPE beyond this life – that get’s us through this life! Jesus was raised from the dead and is in Heaven with the Father. When this life is over, we can have that confident expectation that we will be there too for all eternity!

Romans 15 13 I pray that God, the source of hope, will fill you completely with joy and peace because you trust in him. 

Romans 15 13 …Then you will overflow with confident hope through the power of the Holy Spirit.

1 Peter 3:15  …worship Christ as Lord of your life. And if someone asks about your hope as a believer, always be ready to explain it. 

This grand vision of seeing ‘HOPE Multiplied’ is nothing new. It goes all the way back to Jesus call to His first disciples!
Matthew 4:19 – Follow me and I will make you fishers of men

Matthew 28 18 Jesus came and told his disciples, “I have been given all authority in heaven and on earth. 19 Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit. 20 Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands I have given you. And be sure of this: I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”

Jesus was commanding His disciples to make disciples that would make disciples! Hope Multiplied!
