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THEME:  Two people talking after a surprisingly reflective youth service, discuss whether or not you need all the hype to feel the presence of God.
(Two young people enter talking)

1: 
Wow, was that supposed to be a youth service?

2: 
What do you mean?

1:
Where’s the energetic songs, the loud music, the mosh pit, the hype. I thought this was a…youth service?

2: 
(Thoughtfully) I liked it. It was more reflective…quieter.

1:
(Enthusiastically) But I like the loud music, the louder the better. I like all the hype. God really shows up!

2: 
So are you saying that God only shows up when there is lots of hype?

1: 
Well no not really…he’s here. I guess.

2: 
(Shocked) You only guess? You only guess he’s here?

1: 
Alright. He’s here….a little.

2: 
(Trying to understand) So you’re saying that amount of God depends on the volume of the music or hype for his presence to be felt?

1: 
Well yes. Sort of…(Defensively) I just find it easier to get into when there’s hype.

2: 
So you can’t get into God without all the hype?

1: 
Well…it’s harder without the hype. When it’s just me and God it gets…personal. I don’t like having time to reflect.

2:
(Shaking head) Yeah that still small voice can often be a killer can’t it? 

1: 
Your point?

2: 
The point is that God without all the hype is worth getting to know. I want a real, intimate relationship with God not one that’s framed in hype. 

1: 
(Dismissively) Ok…good luck with that…some of us would rather not have it get too real. Give me the hype any day! (Walks away)
2: 
Give me God…in any way! (Exits)
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
