(Nodding head knowingly) Isn’t modern medicine amazing?

(Shaking head) No, he didn’t have the operation, he didn’t need it!

2:
Oh, so they must’ve made a wrong diagnosis.

1:
(Can’t believe this reaction) He was at death’s door!

2:
You were obviously overreacting.

1:
We were planning his funeral!

2:
Ah, it was probably psychological then.  Experts have proven the power of positive thinking.

1:
He was in a coma!

2:
Well there has to be a logical explanation. (Doubtfully) Does God really do that kind of thing today?
1:
Absolutely!  God healed him! Just like we prayed. Just like you prayed.
2:
(Doubtfully) Yeah, but I never expected…
1:
(Exasperated) Tomorrow my brother will pick up his things and walk home. (Sarcastically) Obviously God had nothing to do with it…
2:
(Reluctantly) Well, maybe he helped…a bit.

1:
(Rolling eyes) Oh brother!  (Puts arm around 2 and start to exit together) Let me tell you about a mustard seed and a mountain… (Both exit)
