ALIENS AMONG US
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THEME: 
Two ‘Men In Black’ agents interrupt a congregation to warn them that there are ‘aliens’ among us. Eventually they realise that everyone there is, in fact, an alien with in communication with their ‘master’ Jesus
(2 Men in Black enter wearing suits and dark sunglasses to the MIB theme song)

X: 
(Speaking to audience) I am agent X and this is trainee agent Y.  Listen up everyone.  We are the Men In Black, protectors of earth from alien take over.  It has been brought to our attention that there are aliens among us.

Y: 
We have had reports from reliable sources that there are aliens here in this very building right now.

X: 
Take a good look at the person sitting next to you.  They may be an alien.  Y, tell these good people how they can spot an alien.

Y: 
They can appear to be just like us.  But to the trained professional there are many differences that make them stand out a mile. (Sees normal looking ‘alien’ in the audience) Look boss!  There’s one now (Pointing to the ‘alien’ in the audience).
X: 
Get it Y before it gets away! (Y runs down and grabs ‘alien’ from the audience and drags them up on stage to a chair that X has prepared)
Y: 
(Noticing a cross around ‘alien’s neck, holds it up to audience) This one is even wearing an alien insignia; a tell-tale sign.

X: 
Their values are all screwed up and they often exude abnormal amounts of love and joy and peace (Leans over ‘alien’) You disgust me!

Y: 
(In menacing, loud voice) Are you an alien?  

ALIEN: 
Yes I am.

X: 
Don’t deny it!  Tell us the truth, deception is useless, we’re highly trained professionals.

ALIEN:  I didn’t deny it, I AM an alien.

X: 
(Taken aback) Oh. (Recovers quickly and says to audience) As you can see some aliens can be quite blatant and unashamed about their alienessness. They also often gather together on Sunday mornings in buildings.

Y:  
(Looking around) Just like this one boss.

X: 
Yes exactly like this one. They can also often be observed with eyes closed

Y: 
(Interrupting) Their eyes, not ours.

X: 
(Giving Y a glare) With eyes closed they are secretly communicating with their Master who is out of this world. Our scientists have yet to discover the exact nature of this communication method.  (Stands over 3 again) What is this method?  Tell us what it is!

ALIEN: (Simply, without fear) Prayer.

X: 
(To Y) Write that down, it must be some form of code.  We’ll decipher it later. Anyway, for many years we have been trying to track down their master with no success. We do not even know his name.

Y: 
(To ‘alien’) What is the name of your Master?

ALIEN: (Happy to share) Jesus!

Y: 
(To X) Uh, Boss, his name is Jesus.

X: 
Right, well done Y.

Y: 
(Pauses, looking around at the audience warily) Boss…I…er…think they’re all aliens.

X: 
(Looking around, suddenly realising their situation) Right. Well spotted Y. Stay calm. Don’t do anything to alarm them and slowly, very slowly, get out your flashy thing. 

(They both slowly get their ‘flashy things’ that erase memory out of their front pockets and flash them.) 

X:  
Sorry everyone, nothing to see here. We appear to be in the wrong place. The…er…Blues Brothers convention must be down the road.

(They both hurriedly exit and the ‘alien’ returns to his/her seat shaking head.)
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
