Three zealous agents taking on a mission from God to “feed the hungry, give water to the thirsty, invite strangers in, clothe people, tend the sick and visit prisoners”, overlook the need that is right there under their noses.
(Three people dressed as mission impossible agents walk up to stage)
1:
(To audience) We’re agents!
2: 
(To audience) God’s agents!
3:
(To others) We need some theme music, otherwise how will people know. (All start humming the ‘Mission Impossible’ theme music complete with the do di doooo and poses)
1:
 Right what’s our mission?

2:
(Opens folded piece of paper while other two read over their shoulder) Your mission should you chose to accept it is, “I was hungry and you gave me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in, I needed clothes and you clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison and you came to visit me.” This message will not self destruct because I need you to remember it.
3:
That’s a lot of stuff to do! 

1:
(Turning paper over looking for more) But…but when do we get to use our guns? When do we get to use those night vision goggles? And when do we get to hang from string and fall through lasers and do ultra super secret stuff without touching the floor?

2: 
(Pointing up) Well this is what HE wants us to do.

3:
Numero uno

1: 
(Nodding) The big cheese. 

All: 
(To audience, adopting poses) We’re on a mission from God!

2: 
Right better get started then, let get our equipment together! So what do we need?

3: 
We need some food.
2: 
(Points to 3) Right we’ll go to the supermarket and get some.
1:
You know if we turn the lights off, we can use our night goggles!

2: 
Fine you can use the night goggles (1 puts on night goggles and hums theme song, while 2 & 3 run off to get food. 2 & 3 return with food and drink in boxes) 
1:
That was quick!
2:
Not in our super-sonic spy car.
3:
So we’ve got food!

1: 
Right now we need drink

3: 
No, we came prepared! (Showing 1) We bought drinks while we were there too.
1: 
Oh good work 99.

2: 
No, wrong spy show. What’s next?
3:
We’ve got to invite strangers in, but we don’t really need anything for that. 

4: 
(Comes on looking hungry and awful) Hey, do you guys wouldn’t happen to have any food or drink on ya, I’m really hungry, I’m starving.

3: 
No go away! We’re on a mission from God, we need all this stuff

2: 
It’s for people in need. You just have to try and get help somewhere else.

4:
(Shivering) I’m cold too.

1: 
(Ignoring 4) Now, we need clothes. 

4;
What about your jackets?
1:
(Speaking slowly and carefully as if to an idiot) No they’re special spy jackets, they can’t be worn by just anyone. You have to be a spy to wear a spy jacket.

2: 
Oh, that jacket will work. (Pointing to person in audience) 

3: 
Yes, yes it will! (2 and 3 go and take it from person in audience)
AUDIENCE PERSON: Hey, I’m cold now!

1: 
You selfish person, God needs this jacket! This jacket is God’s now! 

2: 
We’re on a mission!

3: 
From God! (Puts jacket in box) 
2: 
Right and we need to visit sick people, what have we got?

1: 
I’ve a tissue, oh and some Panadol and a band aid. (Getting them out of pockets and putting them in box)
3: 
I’ve got my emergency first aid kit in the car. 

4: 
Excuse me I’m feeling sick I could do with some Panadol!

1,2,3:
Quiet!

2: 
We’re trying to think here

3: 
We’re on a mission from God! 

2: 
Right that’s that covered, now we need to visit prisoners, what do we need?

1: 
(Happily waving his gun) Guns! 

3: 
(Patiently) No we do not take guns to prisoners.

2: 
Look this mission is going to be a lot more complicated than we thought and it’s going to take a lot more planning. 

1: 
Let’s form a committee

3: 
No a special task group so we can talk about it more!

2: 
Good thinking. (All go to leave carrying coat and supplies) 
4:
Excuse me! I really need some help!

1:
No we don’t have time for that!

2:
We’re on a mission!
3:
From God! 

(Exit doing theme music as they go out), leaving 4 shaking their head sadly as they exit)
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
