(Two people enter and stand on opposite sides of the stage)

1:
(Happily) I know Jesus.

2:
(Smugly) I know Jesus better than you know Jesus.

1:
(Carrying on oblivious to person 2) I spend time with him everyday.

2:
I’ve got a Bachelor of Theology, and everyday I spend time studying for my Masters.

1:
I talk with Jesus like a friend.

2:
I’ve done seminars, workshops and intensives on prayer. I read lots of books on prayer. I know everything there is to know about prayer.

1:
Jesus speaks to me through His Word.

2:
(Proudly) I’ve got a Greek and Hebrew lexicon, a 21 volume concordance, 10 different bible commentaries, 8 bible dictionaries, 3 bible atlases and I can access a lot more information on line.

1:
I see Jesus in my Christian friends who encourage and support me.

2:
I run a chat room with learned theologians and scholars from over the world. We’re currently debating the issue of whether Jesus changed water into red wine or white wine at the wedding in Cana.

1:
(Genuinely) I want to get to know Jesus more and more intimately.

2:
(Smugly) I’m learning more about Jesus all the time. Soon I’ll be a real expert.
