Do You Think We’re Too Busy?
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When is busy too busy? When four busy people get out their calendars and try to arrange a time to get together it’s not as easy as they first thought it might be.
(Four people enter from different directions and gather together on stage and greet each other. Feel free to change the appointments to suit your context.)

Hey guys It’s really great to see you all.

You know we haven’t gotten together in ages!

Well, let’s get together then. It should be easy to arrange!

Great idea! When are you guys free this week? (All get out their phones to check their calendars)
4: 
Umm free…hmm let me check my schedule, not tomorrow working, late shift.
2: 
That’s no good for me either.
3:
It’s Footy training for me.
1: 
Mondays out for me too. So Tuesday then? I’m free Tuesday night.

3: 
Nah, no good, already booked 

2: 
Yeah and that’s no good for me either, I’ve got an assignment due the next day

4: 
Wednesday night then? I’ve got a day off.
3:
That might work…oh no sorry I’ve got meeting I’ve got to be at.
1: 
And I’ve got a meeting too, so not looking forward to it though.
2: 
I know what you mean. Anyway I’ve got band practice. What about Thursday? 

4: 
Nah late night shopping, they’re having a 30% off sale

2: 
(Interested) Really? Actually yeah, scrap Thursday I think I’m going to the sale too.
3: 
Besides I’ve got basketball Thursday night. 

1: 
Friday night then? 

2: 
No, I’ve got a birthday party.
3: 
I’ve got an engagement party

4: 
And I’m a youth leader, I can never do Fridays you know that

1: 
Oh yeah oops, forgot about that.

3: 
Wow, it seems we’re all pretty busy. What about Saturday then?
All: 
Sleep in!

4: 
Hair and makeup appointment and a wedding.
2: 
I’ve got a lunch thing and another assignment due on the Monday.
1: 
A 21st , a baby shower, and I’ve gotta have tea with the family. I don’t know how I’m gonna fit all that in.
3 
Okay well that leaves Sunday.
2:
Still doing that assignment. Could have a couple hours off though.
4: 
Working, got an afternoon shift

1: 
I’ve got a barbeque in the afternoon and evening.
3: 
So what about Sunday morning? We could do brunch!
1: 
There’s just church.
4: 
Well, we see each other there.
3: 
We all went this week, maybe we could skip it

2:
That works for me

1: 
It’s the only time we’re all free.
3: 
Do you think we’re too busy (There is a stunned silence)
All: 
Nah (Exit) 
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
