A Tale Of Two Sisters
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THEME: Two sisters each lament about the rift between them in this poignant skit that raises the issue of how we navigate a broken relationship as Christians and who we expect to change.
(Two women (sisters) stand on opposite sides of the stage, each unaware of the others presence)
1: 
(Frustrated) How can I get through to her? She’s so stubborn, so pig-headed! She just doesn’t understand me!

2:
(Frustrated) She always picks at every little thing I do…pick, pick, pick! Nothing I do is right, always criticizing, never a kind word.

1:
Whenever we see each other we always end up fighting. (Angrily) The things she says!

2:
I know she’s my sister but sometimes (Miming throttling with hands) I just want to throttle her.

1 & 2:
(Looking up at God) How many times do I have to forgive her!

1:
She makes me feel so guilty all the time.

2:
She makes me feel so inadequate. 

1:
(Shaking head) It never used to be like this.

2:
(Shaking head) It used to be so different.

1:
I don’t know how to relate to her anymore.

2: 
She’s changed so much.

1:
(Smiling) We used to have so much fun together. 
2:
(Smiling) We’d talk all night.

1: 
We used to be able to share each other’s problems. 
2:
I always knew she was there for me.

1& 2:
(Sadly) I miss her so much.

1:
It shouldn’t have to be like this. (Confused) I don’t even know why it went wrong anymore.

2:
Why can’t it be like it used to be? (Confused) How did things get so bad?
1: 
I say stupid things, she just knows how to rub me the wrong way. 
2:
She just pushes my buttons. I could kick myself afterwards. 
1 & 2:
All the things I want to say, I don’t say.

1:
(Despairing) I don’t know how to fix it.

2:
(Despairing) I don’t know how to make it right.

1:
I pray about it, I talk to God about it, but it’s like we’re stuck.

2:
I pray and pray, but nothing seems to happen.
1 & 2:
(Looking up at God) God, you can do miracles, why won’t you change my sister? (Both exit)
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
