Back in March and again June, we made impossible deci-
sions regarding worship and other ministries at Mt Zion.
These decisions were made with both limited knowledge and
the inability to know how people would willingly comply with
any measures we took. We still do not have enough
knowledge, but a few big things have changed in the past
few months:

We know more than we did back then, especially about
how aerosols work,

The public has been educated on mask wearing and so-
cial distancing,

Cases of covid-19 have significantly fallen, even while
testing increased, and

The death rate has significantly fallen as hospitals learn
how to treat the disease (but is still much higher than
the flu).

Moreover, in the last few months we have purchased a lot of
equipment to continue improving our capabilities to provide

simultaneous in person and online programming, especially
in scenarios where people need to be able to communicate.

This service will
take place in the Upper Room and may have limited seating.
