(LIFETIME OUTPUT)

“All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in

righteousness, so that the servant of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.”

HEBREWS 4:12

“For the word of God is alive and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates

even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the

heart.”

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MISSIONAL

A disciple engages with those unengaged with the church.

ACCOUNTABLE

A disciple is real with oneself, God, and others.

REPRODUCIBLE
A disciple invests in men and women who are of FA.LT.H. (Faithful,
Available, Intentional, Teachable, Hungry)

COMMUNAL

A disciple intentionally shares life with other believers.

SCRIPTURAL

A disciple experiences intimacy with Christ through regularly
reading, meditating, and obeying God’s Word.
