In God’s process of transformation, becoming more and more like the One Who saved us, one of the main areas of challenge is our heart attitude of generosity. As we exper- ience God’s grace, our priority should shift from getting to giving. Our generous nature is evidence of His work in us!

God’s purpose for us is to be a powerful reflection of His love to a World that is desperate for meaning and purpose. When we use His blessings to be generous with others, we demonstrate God’s giving, loving nature in a way that is incredibly attractive and redemptive, and we strengthen our trust in a gracious Provider!
Going Deeper:
1. Why do you think possessions are dealt with so often in the teachings of Scripture? Why is God so concerned with how we view our “stuff”? 
2. What would you say is the most pressing area of concern in your life? Does worry or anxiety ever steal your joy and/or your peace? 
3. As you share Christ with someone, how is His giving nature (His grace) a huge positive in how you are able to present the gospel? 
4. Can you think of several ways in which you can “seek God’s Kingdom” using your possessions, time and talent? How does this action actually increase your trust and your joy?
5. If you were attempting to explain to someone the principle of “godly generosity”, how would you use the idea of investing vs. spending (temporal vs. eternal) to make your point?  
6. Personal: Have you ever heard God prompting you to give something away or to do something to meet a need, but you failed to obey? Can you now make that right or has that opportunity passed?
Statement: Realize that anything not surrendered to God’s control can become an idol in our lives!
Questions for Our Kids:  
1. What are some of the wonderful blessings (good things) God has given to you?  Can you make a list of these with your Mom and Dad?
2. Why do you think God gives us so many great gifts? Are these just for us to have, or can we do something nice with them?
3. What is one of the best gifts or blessings God has given you? Have you taken time to thank Him for His wonderful gift.
