Be was a DISCERNING PERSON.

Be a GOOD PERSON.

He was a good man… - Acts 11:24a

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy peace, patience, kindness, goodness, and faithfulness. – Galatians 5:22
Be FULL OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

He was full of the Holy Spirit… - Acts 11:24b

Do not get drunk with wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be filled with the Spirit. – Ephesians 5:18

Be a PERSON OF FAITH

He was full of the Holy Spirit and faith… - Acts 11:24c

Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see. – Hebrews 11:1

Be a PERSON INVESTED IN KINGDOM GROWTH

…and a great number of people were brought to the Lord. – Acts 11:24d

Be a TEAM PERSON
