Going Deeper:

1. When you hear scripture declare that we are Christ’s ambassadors (II Cor. 5:20), how does that make you feel? What is your first reaction?   

2. Do you believe that God can use anyone (believers) to be His representative? What is the advantage of having so many different types of believers?

3. What do you think is the most common reason believers do not actively share the good news? Do you identify with one or more of these reasons? 

4. Since we know God wants us to share His gospel, what are some creative ways we can be His ambassadors? How can we earn the right to share? 

5. Do you think our words (witness) or our actions (lives) are more powerful in sharing the Gospel? Or do you think a combination of both is important?  

6. Personal: Are you an introvert or an extrovert? If you are naturally more reticent to engage with others, do you believe being a witness is mainly for extroverts?  

Question: Is the gospel still really good news for you? Are you experiencing God’s grace in a life-giving way or have you grown somewhat cold?

Questions for Our Kids:  

1. Can you remember a time when you got really, really good news? What was that news? Did you want to tell everyone or keep quiet about it? 

2. God loves us so much that He sent His Son, Jesus to save us. Is this really good news? Is this something you would want to share with others?

3. What are some of the ways we can show the love of Jesus to our friends and family? If they see His love in us, do you think they will want to know more about Him?
