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When we read or listen to God’s Word at the end
of the day, our hearts and minds are filled with
thoughts that carry us through the night. Even as
we sleep God’s Spirit is at work, ministering to us
and leading us.

For
children, use a storybook Bible. After reading, say
this blessing: May the Lord make you lie down
in safety and may you sleep in peace. (Psalm
4:8)
