The GRACE of THIRST: John 7:37abc. See also: Leviticus 23:33-36; 
Numbers 29:12-38; Nehemiah 8:13-18; 1 Samuel 7:6 
1) A REMEMBRANCE of PHYSICAL THIRST: Exodus 17:3. See also: 

Exodus 17:1-7, Numbers 20:2-13 
2) A REMEMBRANCE of God’s PROVISION (both in the ancient past 

and through ongoing rain for crops): Isaiah 48:21 See also: Deut. 
11:14, 28:12; 1 Kings 8:35-36; Ps. 65:9-10; Jer. 14:22; Acts 14:17 

3) A REMEMBRANCE of SPIRITUAL THIRST caused by SIN and 
UNBELIEF: Jeremiah 2:12-13. See also: 17:13; Isaiah 5:12-13 

4) A REMEMBRANCE of God’s INVITATION to the THIRSTY:  Is. 55:1-2 
5) A REMEMBRANCE of PROMISES: 

a) That both physical and spiritual THIRST will END: Isaiah 58:11 
See also: Isaiah 49:10 

b) That there will be a FOUNTAIN of FORGIVENESS and GRACE: 
Zechariah 13:1. See also: Ezekiel 36:25-27 

c) That God’s NOT DONE pouring out His Gracious SPIRIT on the 
EARTH: Isaiah 44:3. See also: Ezekiel 47:1-11; Joel 2:28, 3:18  

d) That a GREATER, LASTING JOY can be OURS: Isaiah 12:3 
 
 
The ASSURANCE of SATISFACTION: John 7:37 
1) God WANTS the THIRSTY to COME to HIM: Isaiah 41:17 
2) God WANTS us to SEE HIM as OUR ONLY TRUE SATISFACTION: 

Psalm 36:7–9. See also: Psalm 46:4 
3) HE is EVERYTHING our SOULS are THIRSTING FOR: John 4:10 

a) Everything ELSE will LEAVE us THIRSTY: John 4:13 
b) HE ALONE can truly SATISFY us COMPLETELY: John 4:14a.      

See also: John 6:35 
c) HE ALONE can SATISFY us FOREVER: John 4:14b 

4) WHAT are we THIRSTING for TODAY? Matthew 5:6 
a) Many WANT their surface THIRSTS satisfied: John 4:15 
b) JESUS WILL EXPOSE what we’re ACTUALLY thirsting FOR:          

John 4:16–18 
c) MAN-MADE RELIGION can NEVER SATISFY our SOULS: John 

4:23–24 
d) He’ll REVEAL HIMSELF as the TRUE SATISFACTION we’ve been 

longing FOR: John 4:25–26 
5) He’s DONE ALL that’s NEEDED to SATISFY US: John 19:28–30.      

See also: Psalm 69:21 
6) We can’t DESERVE, EARN or BUY our SATISFACTION; but we can 

RECEIVE IT: Revelation 21:6 
 
 
 
The JOY-FILLED POWER of OVERFLOW: John 7:38 
1) The SPIRIT of God INDWELLS and OVERFLOWS our LIVES as we 

trust JESUS to be our SATISFACTION: John 7:39 See: Nehemiah 9:20 
2) The SPIRIT flows THROUGH the PEOPLE of God and brings 

HEALING SATISFACTION and LIFE to the world: Revelation 22:1–2 
See also: Ezekiel 47:1-11; Zechariah 14:8 

3) The SPIRIT of God INVITES the THIRSTY to COME to Him through 
God’s PEOPLE: Revelation 22:17 

 
 

 
 
 

“Gospel In Life” questions for REFLECTION & APPLICATION 
 

1) BELIEVE: WHAT TRUTHS did God REVEAL to me through His Word 
today about HIM and/or MYSELF? 

2) ASSESS: HOW do these truths ENCOURAGE and/or CHALLENGE 
(convict) ME?  

3) PROCESS: WHY is this message GOOD NEWS (GOSPEL) to ME today? 
(CONNECT the GOSPEL story to MY present story) 

4) CHANGE: WHERE will I APPLY (BELIEVE, REPENT, DO) this message 
in MY own life this week? 

5) PROCLAIM: WHO does God want ME to share these truths with? 
6) PREPARE for NEXT WEEK: Read John 6:22-59 
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
