Going Deeper:

1. Have you ever been involved with a major (or even minor) renovation project? Why are the plans so important in this constructive process?  

2. Since Christ is the Master Builder, what do you think is the importance of Jere. 29:11? What plans does God have for us, His children?   

3. What part do you think obedience plays in the process of becoming a “spiritual house” a “temple” for the Lord? Could this be compared to following/ implementing an architect’s plans?  

4. Do you agree that being a “living stone” in God’s construction project can sometimes lead to friction or discomfort? What might be a possible remedy for this chaffing when you are in constant interaction with other living stones? 

5. Peter says (v.5) we are called into a “holy priest- hood”! What is the primary responsibility of a priest? How can we become God’s priests to others? 

6. Personal:  What do you think would happen if you trusted God to be the sole/soul architect of your life? What spiritual renovation would He do in you?

Questions for Our Kids:  

1. Have you ever built a sandcastle with your family at the beach? Did you follow a plan and, if you did, who had the plan?

2. In the letter Peter wrote to his friends, he said that God is working on each one of us to make us more like His Son Jesus. Do you ever see God working in your life? What changes may you see?

3. When God changes us to make us more like Jesus, we are able to show others what He is like. Do you think people can see what Jesus is like in you?
