Going Deeper:

1. Would you be able to describe to someone what the Christian life is all about? Would you be able to de- fine our job description?  

2. What does it mean when Paul says in I Cor. 6:19 -20 “you are not your own, you were bought with a price…? What are implications when God takes ownership of our lives?    

3. What part do you think obedience plays in the process of living into God’s plan for us? Do you agree with the statement “Obedience does not earn salvation but it does open us to transformation”?

4. Do you think Christlikeness (holiness) is an achievable goal for the believer? Why or why not? What part does God’s Spirit play in this process?  

5. Peter says (2:5,9) we are called into a “holy priest- hood”! What is the primary responsibility of a priest? How can we become God’s priests to others? 

6. Personal:  When someone abstains from sinful desires (v.11), what can they put back into their life to fill the void left by that subtraction? What new desires (habits) can take their place?

Questions for Our Kids:  

1. Because you are a child of your parents, you are part of a family. What are some of the things that make your family special? Are there things for which your family is known? 

2. What do you think are some of the ways that others can tell that you are part of God’s family? Are there things that we do or say that give us away?  

3. What is your favorite way to tell God you love Him? What is one of the ways you like to praise Him the most? Do you think this makes Him happy.
