Changes to pandemic protocols 
On Tuesday, June 1st, our Diocese moved to the Green stage rules of our     
pandemic plan. What this means for our Parish is that masking will be optional in all 
spaces. 
Please follow your own level of comfort, and also respect the comfort level of others. 
 
Rev. Matthew Brown will be way from the parish from Monday May 30th, returning 
Monday June 20th.

Rick. The members of your clergy team will ensure that either they or another team 
member responds in a timely manner.  
 
Bishop Shane Parker will visit the Parish of the Valley on Trinity Sunday, June 12th: 
10am at Holy Trinity Pembroke (commissioning of Lay Readers) and 2pm at All 
Saints Petawawa (bell rededication). All are welcome to attend both services. There 
will be no service on June 12th at St. George’s South Alice. All other services across 
the parish will continue per our usual schedule.
