Going Deeper:

1. Who is your best friend? What characterizes the nature of your relationship with them? What leads to and maintains such a deep friendship? How does this apply to our walk with God?   

2. Have you ever experienced God “breaking through” in your life? Has there ever been a time when God showed up in an unmistakable way and that power- ful encounter changed your spiritual life?   

3. Why is cultivating the experience of God’s presence and pursuing intimacy with Him absolutely crucial to our spiritual well-being, our continued victory and our growth in maturity?

4. Have you ever suspected that you might be living a “double life”? That you may have relegated your faith to certain days and specific actions and not allowed Christ to permeate your whole life?       

5. Read Deuteronomy 4:29. Moses is making a promise to the people of God that they will find Him when they seek Him in a certain way. What is that stipulation - how should we seek God?

6. Personal: What, if any, are the lies Satan most uses in your life to keep you bound and discouraged? How has he attempted to disrupt or derail your spiritual progress and growth?

Questions for Our Kids:  

1. Do you have a best friend? What things make some-one a good friend? What do you like about having a friend like that?

2. Do you know that Jesus wants to be our friend? He loves when we talk with Him and invite Him into all that we do.   

3. What would it be like to have Jesus as a best friend? How could a friend like Him help you?
