Dimensions of Disciplemaking - 1. Bible    2. Prayer   3. Holy Spirit 
 
When we become followers of Jesus, a                                 is formed between us 
and the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is the “ice cream” that comes into our empti-
ness and fills us and makes us something more than we could ever be on our 
own.  
 

The Holy Spirit is the        partner. We are to follow His lead. 
 

In John 15, we bear fruit as we “abide in Christ”.  In Galatians 5, we bear fruit as 
we “walk in the Spirit”. Both refer to a                   relationship/partnership. 
 

Our Partner, The Holy Spirit

5. He’s our                    who gives us supernatural abilities - Acts 1:8 
 
 
If you want to be connected to what God has to say, if you want to get into the 
anointing - then get in front of the person and just start talking to them, start    
caring about them. Compassion is what uncovers that anointing. Just start caring 
and making small talk. “Hey, how are you doing?” Just start loving and caring 
about the person. Pretty soon they start to open up, the anointing starts to bubble 
up, and God will show you what to do next. Also, make sure you’ve been in your 
Bible and in prayer; otherwise the promptings you receive will probably be wrong. 
Review: Have I been in my Bible & in prayer? Do I love Jesus and love people?  
If so, go for it!
