 1. Religious Hypocrite (Isa.66:3-6) 

− Religious: right; sacrifice; offerings 

(and are worshipping idols; vs.17) 

− Will not listen to God  

− Persecute true follows of God  
 

 2. Judgement (Isa.66:15-18) 

* Isa.66:6 God shouts from His Temple 

− God comes with Fire- Judgement
