· [bookmark: _Hlk85374731]Communion is offered in both kinds for those who wish to receive it.  Please make your way up the centre aisle to the clergy at the chancel steps to receive the bread, and then make your way to the table at the side aisle where you may receive the wine.  The Communion assistant will say to you “The blood of Christ.”  You may choose to pick up the chalice and drink from it, or simply bow your head in response if you do not wish to receive.  Please note that intinction (dipping the wafer into the wine) is not permitted.  Once you drink from the chalice, place it back on the table.  The Communion assistant will then wipe the rim and rotate it for the next recipient.  You then return to your pew via the side aisle.
