Sunday – CONSISTENCY 

Ask God to help us be faithful and steadfast in prayer. 

 

Monday – COMPASSION 

Pray for a heart of understanding that reaches out to those in need. 

 

Tuesday – SIGNS & WONDERS 

Pray for miracles and healings that demonstrate God’s power to our 

unbelieving world.  

 

Wednesday – UNITED PRAYER 

Along with a consistent prayer life, pray that believers will be unified 

in love and truth as we seek God together. 

 

Thursday – GLOBAL CONNECTION 

Pray for fellow Christians around the world to stand firm even as 

they face persecution for their faith.  

 

Friday – INTERCESSION & EVANGELISM 

Pray for the Holy Spirit’s strength to persist in prayer and for bold-

ness to share the gospel with those who need Christ. 

 

Saturday – PASSING REVIVAL to the NEXT GENERATION 

Pray for the Holy Spirit to capture the hearts of our children and 

teens so that they will passionately pursue Jesus. 

 Nursery: 10 new people to join in a quarterly rotation for Sunday AM. 

 Worship Arts: more musicians especially drummers, 2 camera operators, 2 

switchers, 2 people to run media computer, 2 people to run sound for the 

livestream, a livestream director to lift this responsibility from Pastor Zach, 

protection over the hearts and minds of team members as they do weekly 

warfare in preparing to lead worship. 

 Connect Groups: wisdom as we develop new leader training / anointing for 

current leaders and hosts as winter groups are launched / for 2 new lead-

ers, 4 new assistant leaders, & 2 new host homes / those who join groups 

find new and deeper relationships with each other & Christ. 

 Women’s Ministry: wisdom and creativity to plan and execute the Living 

Life to the Fullest events in January, March, & June / for ladies to learn and 

be in deeper relationships with each and Christ through the events. 

 Online Host Ministry:  that the online hosting helps increase online en-

gagement and traffic / for 4 more individuals to become Online Hosts. 

 

Pray for facilities projects: 

 Time for our volunteers to install a new camera security system. 

 We are in the process of signing a contract with a company for new sanc-

tuary house lighting.  The cost is $79,000 plus electrical work.  We have 

$88,000 saved for it.  Pray this project moves ahead smoothly.   

 

Pray for Wyoming Church Planting 

 The Wyoming Assemblies of God has a goal to have 40 healthy churches by 

the year 2030.  That requires us to plant at least 5 churches in the state.  

Be praying for God to raise up 5-8 people to pastor those churches.  Pray 

for existing churches and their leadership to see the need and vision for 

revitalization in their churches to be healthy enough to plant a church. 

Specifically, pray for Kemmerer, a community poised for growth with a 

new power plant coming.  Pray for a leader to plant the church, for re-

sources, for the community to open up spiritually. 

 

Pray for the Persecuted Church 

 Members of New Life Church in Minsk, Belarus who have been meeting 

outdoors have been forced to halt services.  Services were moved out-

doors when their building was sealed by government authorities in 2021.  

Pray for provision for two pastors who were fined the equivalent of two 

months’ average wages and the ability for the church to meet without in-

terference, especially as temperatures drop this winter.
