Taken thus,  
The question loosens its grip and becomes a simple, but powerful choice in 
our lives. 
We pray that we may always stay on the right, light filled  side of that 
question.

 Creative spirit, we believe  that the arc of Life  bends towards justice. In 
our lifetimes, we are tested, because the process is slow, painfully so. We will 
leave your earth on our final days, with, it appears, little  measurable progress. 
In fact, often it appears that we are going backwards, not forwards. For those  
of us who follow politics and the news, your message seems blunted and 
ignored. This morning, let us reaffirm that in our hearts your love  is the most 
important thing, and that your message is not lost, that is exists everywhere , 
and we can take hope from that. 
Brutality, self interest, greed, and blindness may win the moment but we will 
believe in that arc over the time you give us and move forward.

 Let us pray for  Ukrainian soldiers, for their leader Volodomir Zelensky, 
and for all the civilians who have lost everything, including their families, to 
emigration to poland and other countries. For the soldiers and those who are

But when Woke means accepting minority people fully as part of the 
whole fabric of society, that health care for women is essential, that gay 
marriage is just as holy as straight marriage  , that trans people are a part of 
our social fabric, and that black history cannot be parcelled or blacked out 
according to whim,  then  we are woke!

 Loving Saviour, let us with love, warmth and compassion pray for all 
those who are hurting, healing from wounds, suffering from life’s trials, feeling 
older, feeling beat down, lonely or uncertain. They are all valued and loved by 
you and by us. Let us take a moment to think of someone in need or who we 
need and bless them.
