Every Elder is an overseer and a pastor.
It is their responsibility to teach, to lead, to guard the        purity of the truth against error and the purity of the       church against sin, to bring unity to the church, to be the spiritual examples, and to handle the issues of the church.
The Chief Shepherd is Christ.
