STATION 1: “Life & Teachings of Jesus” Bible + Good News Church coaster

Thought: Mercy to others is a response to God’s mercy towards us.

Verse: “We love Him because He first loved us.” - 1 John 4:19

Quote: “If you want to be used of God, all you gotta do is show up, because you
smell like Jesus.” - Steve Brown

Question: How have you experienced mercy from God and/or another person?
Fun: What’s something that you love the smell of?

STATION 2: Canned food items + Can Opener

Thought: As followers of Jesus, we are called to compassion and care for others
in the forms of mercy (compassion in action) and justice (truth in action).
Verse: “If there is among you a poor man of your brethren, within any of the
gates in your land which the Lord your God is giving you, you shall not harden
your heart nor shut your hand from your poor brother, but you shall open your
hand wide to him and willingly lend him sufficient for his need, whatever he
needs.” - Deuteronomy 15:7-8

STATION 3: Granola Bars + Peanuts

Thought: Jesus is our example of mercy and compassion.

Question: What did “need” (i.e., hunger and thirst) look like in your life that led
you to Jesus?

STATION 5: Personal note

Thought: Your story is a powerful inspiration that God wants you to share, not
because of your successes and put-togetherness, but because of your failures
and brokenness.
