® Address any issue related to the pro-life movement (from conception through the end of life)
and discuss your values and beliefs, as well as what helped shape them.

® Answer the question: How have your life and values been affected by issues of life and death?
In particular, what has helped you form your belief regarding the sanctity of life and how has
that belief affected what you plan to do in your life? Where possible, describe any experiences
which have intensified your values and beliefs.

® Paper should be approximately two pages in length, double-spaced, number 12 font.

® There will only be one scholarship awarded per year and an individual can only be awarded the
Benjamin Miller Scholarship one time.
