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Confession: This is my Bible, the Living Word of God. I am, what the Word says I am. I have, what the Word says I have. I can do, what the Word says I can do.
Proposition/Purpose: For us to walk in healing, we must know that it is God’s will for us to be healed. We are here to learn what the will of God is concerning healing and how we receive it and walk in divine health. 

I. There is an unholy alliance between sin and sickness. 
A. 1 John 3:8 He who sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil. 
· The devil took the original sin—the sin of Adam—and married sickness, darkness, and oppression to it. 
· What Jesus came to do was to destroy the works of the devil, and what He has done has created a holy alliance between the forgiveness of our sins and the healing of our bodies. 
· If we continue to live continually in unrepented sin, or if we rebel against the principles and ways of God, or if we turn from God, sin will steal, kill, and destroy for these are the fruits of it. (Romans 6:23)
· However, a lot of the sickness, disease, that is present in this fallen world is because of the original sin, not personal sin. 
· That is what Jesus came to reverse, and roll back as though sin never happened. 

II. There is a holy alliance that Jesus has created between forgiveness and healing. 
A. Acts 10:38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him. 
· The name “Jesus of Nazareth” refers to Jesus’s humanity. He performed signs, wonders, and miracles—not as God, even though He was God—but as the Son of Man, a man anointed by God. 
· Jesus went about doing good, and healing is good. God was with Him healing and delivering.
· God made power, healing, and all the good things Jesus did available to us. The presence, power, and anointing of the Holy Spirit is available to all Christians today. 
· Jesus came, according to 1 John 3:8, to destroy the works of the devil. And now, He has sent you and me into the world—anointed by the same Holy Spirit and with the same power that raised Him from the dead—to destroy the works of the devil. 
· These signs will follow those who believe and are acting on the Word. (Mark 16:17 “These signs will accompany those who believe”)

III. 3 John 1:2 Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things and be in health, just as your soul prospers. 
· There is a direct connection between the renewing of our minds and our souls’ prosperity, our natural prosperity, and our health. 
· Many people cancel out their faith because they just are not certain if it is God’s will to heal them. It is God’s will to heal all who call upon His name—one hundred percent of the time. HE ALREADY HAS!
· 3 John 1:3–4 For I rejoiced greatly when brethren came and testified of the Truth that is in you, just as you walk in the Truth. I have no greater joy than to hear that my children walk in Truth. 
· Walk in Truth – believe in heart, declaring the Word ONLY, followed by corresponding action.
· God is pleased when we walk in the Truth. God wants us to walk in the Truth of healing just as He does eternal salvation and everything else that He freely given us as His Family, IN Christ. 

IV. There is a marriage between the forgiveness of sins and the raising up and healing of our bodies. 
A. James 5:13–15 Is anyone among you suffering? Let him pray. Is anyone cheerful? Let him sing psalms. Is anyone among you sick? Let him call for the elders of the church, and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord. And the prayer of faith will save the sick, and the Lord will raise him up. And if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven. 
· Elder: presbuteros (pres-boo'-ter-os) a mature believer having seasoned judgment.
· It is possible to be assaulted by sickness just like we are assaulted by sin. Also, just like we are tempted by sin, we can be tempted with sickness. It may not be because our personal sin but because of the sin that exists in the world. 
· God commands us to call for the elders. The elders could include the pastors but elders are those who are mature in the faith who are able to help and minister to others. They are to pray the prayer of faith— not the prayer of doubt and unbelief, but the prayer of faith. 
· As believers and especially elders we need to be watchful not judge and criticize one another. We should extend the mercy and love of God shown to us, others and pray for them. 
· The church member is responsible to mix faith with corresponding action to act on this Word and call upon the elders of the church. 
· As believers we are to be developing and one day soon be the elder that someone else can call on and look to as a Godly example.
· Do not let sin consciousness keep you from receiving your healing. As elders pray for you, unite with also with other believers who know how to pray, fight, and stand. 
· Receive forgiveness, cleansing, and washing away of any sin—known or unknown in your life. 
· It is obvious that God’s will is to heal everyone because of the many ways He has made healing available. 
· We can pray a prayer of agreement. In James 5:14, James is saying to have elders in your life that you can call upon when you are facing temptations in the area of sickness or some assault by the devil on your health. These things are real and happen to all of us. 
· We are to resist sickness and disease just like we resist sin.

V. There is darkness all around us in this present world. We are in this world but we are no longer of it. 
A. Colossians 1:13 He has delivered us from the power of darkness and conveyed us into the kingdom of the Son of His love. 
· The body of Christ today—the church—has a canopy of God’s love over it that is like a covering and divine protection. When we come and assemble as His body, there’s divine protection in unity within the house of God. 
· Hebrews 10:25 Let us not forsake the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but let us exhort one another, especially as you see the Day approaching.
· We will understand or come to fully realize your true calling and purpose without doing this Word. 
· This is one of the most basic and fundamental realities of the Christian life that far too many have ignored. 
· Let us come and bring our supply in ministering to others in the Church and ourselves being edified as well. If we sow to the Spirit we will reap from the Spirit. (Galatians 6:7-10)
VI. Death is the last enemy to be conquered. 
A. 1 Corinthians 15:26 The last enemy that will be destroyed is death. 
· In His death, burial, and resurrection, Jesus destroyed the works of the devil. He destroyed hell, death, and the grave. He conquered what sin had brought upon humanity. 
· He has created a holy alliance with His church for the forgiveness of our sins and the healing of all our diseases. And we will also conquer the last enemy— death. 
· Everything associated with death is an enemy that we are conquering, and one of those enemies is sickness. 
· We have a purpose to fulfill on earth, and it is not to be bedfast, without authority, hindered in our witness, or shortened in any way. God wants us to be healthy so that we can share the Gospel. 
· A lot of people are just trying to get healed to get out of pain, but that should not be the only motive for getting healed. 
· We need to be healthy and whole, not just so that we are not in pain, but because we have a purpose to fulfill. We are going to fulfill that purpose, and with long life God is going to satisfy us, and the number of our days He will fulfill. 
· Psalm 91:16 With long life I will satisfy him, and show him My salvation.
· God wants to heal you for His divine purpose, and He wants His will to be done through your life. 

VII. Through understanding of this holy alliance between forgiveness and healing, we can walk now in health and physical healing. 
· Isaiah’s prophecy saw Jesus on the Cross about 800 years before. He saw that Jesus was wounded and bruised for our sins and iniquities. 
· Isaiah 53:4–5 Surely He has borne our griefs and carried our sorrows; Yet we esteemed Him stricken, smitten by God, and afflicted. But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, and by His stripes we are healed. 
· What happened in Matthew 8:1–16 is the fulfillment of Isaiah 53:4–5. 
· Matthew 8:17 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying: “He Himself took our infirmities and bore our sicknesses.” 
· Under the Old Covenant law, a person could not touch a leper. Yet Jesus touched the leper and cleansed him immediately. In the New Covenant, we will lay hands on the sick, and they will not make us sick, but they will recover. 
· 1 Peter 2:22–24 “Who committed no sin, nor was deceit found in His mouth”; who, when He was reviled, did not revile in return; when He suffered, He did not threaten, but committed Himself to Him who judges righteously; who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness—by whose stripes you were healed. 
· Sin and sickness were dealt with on the same Cross. Both are a finished work to be believed and received by faith.
