A woman finds healing by touching Jesus’ cloak, and a girl is restored to life when he takes her by the
hand. In both cases a boundary is crossed: in Jesus’ time the hemorrhaging woman was considered
ritually unclean, polluting others by her touch, and anyone who touched a corpse also became unclean.
In Mark’s gospel Jesus breaks down barriers, from his first meal at a tax collector’s house to his last
breath on the cross as the temple curtain is torn in two. We dare to touch Jesus in our “uncleanness” and
to live as a community that defines no one as an outsider.

WORD

God speaks to us in scripture reading, preaching, and song.

First Reading Lamentations 3:22-33
The book of Lamentations is one of our most important sources of information about the fall of Jerusalem to the
Babylonians in 587 BCE. Though the people admit that God’s judgment was just, today’s reading declares a
fervent trust that God will not leave them forever.

Certainly the faithful love of the Lord hasn’t ended; certainly God’s compassion isn’t through!
23 They are renewed every morning. Great is your faithfulness.
24] think: The Lord is my portion! Therefore, I'll wait for him.
25The Lord is good to those who hope in him, to the person who seeks him.
26t’s good to wait in silence for the Lord’s deliverance.
271t’s good for a man to carry a yoke in his youth.
28 He should sit alone and be silent when God lays it on him.
29 He should put his mouth in the dirt—perhaps there is hope.
30 He should offer his cheek for a blow; he should be filled with shame.
31 My Lord definitely won’t reject forever. 32 Although he has caused grief,
he will show compassion in measure with his covenant loyalty.
33 He definitely doesn’t enjoy affliction, making humans suffer.
At the conclusion of the reading, the assembly responds: Thanks be to God.

Second Reading 2 Corinthians 8:7-15
Paul encourages the Corinthians to honor their commitment to participate in the collection his churches are
organizing for the Christians in Jerusalem. He presents Jesus as an example of selfless stewardship and reminds
them that Christians have received abundantly so that they can share abundantly.

7 Be the best in this work of grace in the same way that you are the best in everything,
such as faith, speech, knowledge, total commitment, and the love we inspired in
you. 8I'm not giving an order, but by mentioning the commitment of others, I'm trying
to prove the authenticity of your love also. 2 You know the grace of our Lord Jesus
Christ. Although he was rich, he became poor for your sakes, so that you could become
rich through his poverty.

10’'m giving you my opinion about this. It’s to your advantage to do this, since you not
only started to do it last year but you wanted to do it too. 1 Now finish the job as well
so that you finish it with as much enthusiasm as you started, given what you can
afford. 12 A gift is appreciated because of what a person can afford, not because of
what that person can't afford, if it’s apparent that it's done willingly. 13 It isn’t that we
want others to have financial ease and you financial difficulties, but it's a matter of
equality. 14 At the present moment, your surplus can fill their deficit so that in
the future their surplus can fill your deficit. In this way there is equality. 15 As it is
written, The one who gathered more didn’t have too much, and the one who gathered
less didn’t have too little.

Gospel

Mark 5:21-43

Jairus, a respected leader, begs Jesus to heal his daughter. A woman with a hemorrhage was considered ritually
unclean and treated as an outcast. Both Jairus and the unnamed woman come to Jesus in faith, believing in his

power to heal and bring life out of death.

21]esus crossed the lake again, and on the other side a large crowd gathered around
him on the shore. 22Jairus, one of the synagogue leaders, came forward. When he saw
Jesus, he fell at his feet 23 and pleaded with him, “My daughter is about to die. Please,
come and place your hands on her so that she can be healed and live.” 24 So Jesus went

with him.

A swarm of people were following Jesus, crowding in on him. 25 A woman was there
who had been bleeding for twelve years. 26 She had suffered a lot under the care of
many doctors, and had spent everything she had without getting any better. In fact,
she had gotten worse. 27 Because she had heard about Jesus, she came up behind him
in the crowd and touched his clothes. 28 She was thinking, If I can just touch his
clothes, I'll be healed. 29 Her bleeding stopped immediately, and she sensed in her
body that her illness had been healed.
30 At that very moment, Jesus recognized that power had gone out from him. He
turned around in the crowd and said, “Who touched my clothes?”

31His disciples said to him, “Don’t you see the crowd pressing against you? Yet you
ask, ‘Who touched me?’ ” 32 But Jesus looked around carefully to see who had done it.
33 The woman, full of fear and trembling, came forward. Knowing what had happened
to her, she fell down in front of Jesus and told him the whole truth. 34 He responded,
“Daughter, your faith has healed you; go in peace, healed from your disease.”
35While Jesus was still speaking with her, messengers came from the synagogue
leader’s house, saying to Jairus, “Your daughter has died. Why bother the teacher any

longer?”



36 But Jesus overheard their report and said to the synagogue leader, “Don’t be afraid;
just keep trusting.” 37 He didn’t allow anyone to follow him except Peter, James, and
John, James’ brother. 38 They came to the synagogue leader’s house, and he saw a
commotion, with people crying and wailing loudly. 39 He went in and said to them,
“What'’s all this commotion and crying about? The child isn’'t dead. She’s only
sleeping.” 40 They laughed at him, but he threw them all out. Then, taking the child’s
parents and his disciples with him, he went to the room where the child was. 41 Taking
her hand, he said to her, “Talitha koum,” which means, “Young woman, get
up.” 42Suddenly the young woman got up and began to walk around. She was 12 years
old. They were shocked! 43 He gave them strict orders that no one should know what
had happened. Then he told them to give her something to eat.

Upcoming Commemorations
Catherine Winkworth, died 1878; John Mason Neale, died 1866; hymn translators
Monday, July 1, 2024
Neale was an English priest who specialized in the translation of Latin and Greek hymns
into English. Winkworth lived in Manchester, England, and devoted herself to
translating German hymns. Almost all English-speaking hymnals include many of their
translations.

Thomas, Apostle

Wednesday, July 3, 2024

Though frequently remembered as "doubting Thomas," this apostle also demonstrated
a willingness to suffer and die with Jesus (John 11:16), and finally claimed the risen
Christ as "my Lord and my God!" By tradition, he later worked as a missionary in India.
Long commemorated on December 21, Thomas's celebration is moved to July 3 in
agreement with ecumenical calendars.

Jan Hus, martyr, died 1415

Saturday, July 6, 2024

Hus was a Bohemian (present-day Czech Republic) priest who spoke against abuses in
the church, and was seen by Martin Luther as his predecessor in the reforming
movement. He was found guilty of heresy by a council of the church, and burned at the
stake.
