MINISTRY AT  GILGAL
Joshua 4:1-7
(What the Stones in Gilgal are saying to us today)

A. The Monument at Gilgal reminds us of God’s Power.

     Fact: That God’s power is sufficient to address every 
               difficulty and obstacle in your life.
     Fact: This monument of twelve stones would be a constant reminder 
               to Israel:
	#1. That God had opened the Jordan River.
	#2. That God had brought them safely over.
	#3. That God had brought life out of death.
	#4. That God had turned barriers into blessings.

     Fact: Faith is based on Remembering.

     Question: What’s the Danger at Gilgal?
     Answer:   To forget and lose the meaning of the stones.

B. The Monument at Gilgal reminds us of God’s Presence.

     Fact: That there is a Divine Presence when passing 
                through deep waters.
     Fact: Notice the Ark, which represented the Presence of God, was 
               right there until the end.

C. The Monument in Jordan Reminds us of God’s Plan.
     Fact: That there has been a break with the past, and we have
               died to sin completely.

2 Monuments are listed in Joshua, chapter 4:
#1. The monument at Gilgal reminded the Jews of God’s power to take 
       them from Egypt to the Promise Land.
#2. The monument in the river of Jordan itself, reminded the Jews that 
       their old life was buried and there is new life in following the Lord.

D. The Monuments in Both Jordan and Gilgal Remind us of 
     God’s Intervention.

     Fact: That God expects us and invites us to believe Him for 
               intervention both here and now in Oneonta, New York.
