Title: The Doctrine of Baptisms
Date: 9/8/24 
Confession: This is my Bible, the Living Word of God. I am, what the Word says I am. I have, what the Word says I have. I can do, what the Word says I can do, and I will do it!
Text: Hebrews 5:12-6:2 For though by this time you ought to be teachers, you need someone to teach you again the first principles of the oracles of God; and you have come to need milk and not solid food. 13 For everyone who partakes only of milk is unskilled in the word of righteousness, for he is a babe. 14 But solid food belongs to those who are of full age, that is, those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil. 1 Therefore, leaving the discussion of the elementary principles of Christ, let us go on to perfection, not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works and of faith toward God, 2 of the doctrine of baptisms, of laying on of hands, of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.
Proposition/Purpose: In studying this third foundational doctrine we will see that in the New Testament, three distinct types of baptism are described. The first is performed by the Holy Spirit, the second by Jesus, and the third by believers themselves. The Bible and the New Testament serves not only as a historical record but as a blueprint, revealing the Church's identity and mission. Within this blueprint, we find instances of three baptisms for believers: the baptism into Christ - salvation, the baptism in the Holy Spirit, and water baptism.

I. MAIN DIVISION: The Baptism by the Holy Spirit into the Body of Christ	
1. Hebrews 6:2 of the doctrine of baptisms, of laying on of hands, of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.
A. Doctrine: didaché (did-akh-ay') established teaching, instruction, applied teaching, systematic theology.
B. This word comes from the word “didaskó” which means to teach, direct, or instruct.
C. Baptisms: baptismos (bap-tis-mos') the act of dipping or washing, submerging, to be fully immersed by someone into something. 
D. Note: This word is plural as there are 3 distinct baptisms for every believer to experience.
E. The oldest use of this word is found in describing the dyeing of a clothing. They would take a piece of cloth and dip it into a vat of dye long enough to saturate it with the color. When the item was removed from the dye, its color was totally changed from what is looked like before.
2. Galatians 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me.
A. When we repent from our dead works and have faith towards God and in the finished works of Jesus Christ, we are spiritually baptized by the Holy Spirit into Christ which completely washed us of our sin, and we became a new creation, IN Christ!
3. 1 Corinthians 12:13 For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body—whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free—and have all been made to drink into one Spirit.
A. The Holy Spirit at the moment of salvation baptizes us into the Body of Christ, of which we are all one.
4. 1 Corinthians 6:17 But he who is joined to the Lord is one spirit with Him.
A. The Lord Jesus and all those who are saved are all baptized into Him. In the spirit we are all just as perfect and righteous, even as He is. (1 John 4:17)
B. In spirit you cannot tell us apart. It is the same spirit.
5. Romans 8:9-11 But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His. 10 And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of sin, but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. 11 But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.
A. Our spirit-man is totally changed and we are nothing like what we were only a moment before we got saved or immersed or baptized into Christ.
B. By this one baptism you are saved and seated eternally with Christ Jesus.
6. John 20:21-22 So Jesus said to them again, “Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also send you.” 22 And when He had said this, He breathed on them, and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit.” 
A. After Jesus’ Resurrection and before He was caught up to heaven, He breathed on them and their spirit man was recreated by the Holy Spirit and baptized them into the Body of Christ which every believer experiences at the new birth.
B. By this one baptism you are saved and seated eternally with Christ Jesus.
C. There are 2 other baptisms for the New Testament believer that are not required for salvation yet they are essential to the life of every believer.

II. MAIN DIVISION: Baptized into the Holy Spirit by Jesus (See Holy Spirit sermons 6/17/24, 7/3/24) 	
1. Matthew 3:11 I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance, but He who is coming after me is mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. 
A. Jesus is the Baptizer, and the Holy Spirit is the Whom, into which we are baptized.
2. Luke 24:49 Behold, I send the Promise of My Father upon you; but tarry in the city of Jerusalem until you are endued with power from on high.”
A. Jesus is now referring to a different working of the Holy Spirit in the life of the believer – the outpouring of the Holy Spirit UPON believers to endue them with power from on High!
3. Matthew 3:16 When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the heavens were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon Him.
A. Jesus was born of the Seed of the Word of God by the Holy Spirit from His conception through the virgin Mary apart from the sin-nature of Adam. He did not need to be born-again as we do. 
B. He needed as we do, the 2nd experience of the Baptism of the Holy Spirit – The Spirit UPON.
4. Luke 4:14, 18 AMPC Then Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit to Galilee, and news of Him went out through all the surrounding region. 18The Spirit of the Lord [is] upon Me, because He has anointed Me [the Anointed One, the Messiah] to preach the good news (the Gospel) …
A. At the Jordan river at 30 years old He was baptized and the Holy Spirit came UPON Him and that is when His earthly ministry began with the working of signs, wonders, and miracles.
B. There are no records of any signs, wonders, or miracles taking place before this. – See Jesus’ return to Nazareth. (Luke 4:22-30)
5. Acts 1:4-5, 8 And being assembled together with them, He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father, “which,” He said, “you have heard from Me; 5 for John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.” 
8 But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come UPON you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”
A. Power: Dunamis (doo'-nam-is) miraculous - power, might, strength, ability. Inherent power, the power of God. Power residing in a thing by virtue of its nature, or which a person or thing exerts and puts forth." (This is where we in English get our word dynamite.)
B. Passover + 3 days = Resurrection. The Day of Pentecost was 50 days after Passover.
C. Here Jesus was telling them to wait for the 2nd experience – the Baptism of the Holy Spirit for this would empower them for to carry out the Great Commission.
D. Just as the Spirit at in the new birth is a definite experience there is also a 2nd experience of the infilling of the Holy Spirit that believers should also be receiving. This is the pattern of the New Testament for every believer to follow in.
6. Mark 16:15-18 And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. 16 He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned. 17 And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; 18 they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.”
A. Jesus listed 5 specific things that would accompany the believer. Tongues is for every believer.
B. There is a difference between devotional tongues in this passage vs. the power gift of tongues.
7. Acts 2:1-4 When the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 2 And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting. 3 Then there appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them. 4 And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.
A. At the new-birth or the first baptism the Holy Spirit baptized us INTO the Body of Christ and we became a new creation. At this baptism Jesus sends the Holy Spirit and the Holy Spirit comes UPON us and empowers us.
B. Peter went down from the Upper Room that day and preached Christ under the power of the Anointing and 3,000 people were born-again that day.
8. Acts 8:5-8, 12-17 Then Philip went down to the city of Samaria and preached Christ to them. 6 And the multitudes with one accord heeded the things spoken by Philip, hearing and seeing the miracles which he did. 7 For unclean spirits, crying with a loud voice, came out of many who were possessed; and many who were paralyzed and lame were healed. 8 And there was great joy in that city. 12 But when they believed Philip as he preached the things concerning the kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, both men and women were baptized. 13 Then Simon himself also believed; and when he was baptized he continued with Philip, and was amazed, seeing the miracles and signs which were done. 14 Now when the apostles who were at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the word of God, they sent Peter and John to them, 15 who, when they had come down, prayed for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit. 16 For as yet He had fallen upon none of them. They had only been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 17 Then they laid hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit.
A. In Phillip’s ministry many people were being saved, healed, and water baptized. Phillip had been filled with the Holy Spirit and the Spirit was moving through Phillip doing His works. That is that God was confirming the Gospel that was preached.
B. There were mighty miracles taking place through Phillip but not one person had yet received the Baptism of the Holy Spirit. 
C. Phillip had not yet heard that they all could receive it being that they were not Jews so he had no faith to preach it to them, much less act on it in faith.
D. All that Peter and John laid their hands received the baptism of the Holy Spirit.
9. Application: There is a work of the Holy Spirit at the new birth, or being born-again, or receiving the Eternal Life, but it is not the same experience as the Baptism of the Holy Spirit.
A. Trying to do the work of the ministry without the power is never what God intended. Jesus, the apostles, and the disciples, were effective in ministry because of Holy Spirit UPON them, anointing them to do the work of the ministry.
B. You do not have to speak in tongues to be saved. However, it is this baptism of the Holy Spirit that empowers you to experience and be a conduit of the power of God!

III. MAIN DIVISION: Water Baptism by Believers
1. Acts 8:12-14 But when they believed Philip as he preached the things concerning the kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, both men and women were baptized. 13 Then Simon himself also believed; and when he was baptized he continued with Philip, and was amazed, seeing the miracles and signs which were done. 
35-38 Then Philip opened his mouth, and beginning at this Scripture, preached Jesus to him. 36 Now as they went down the road, they came to some water. And the eunuch said, “See, here is water. What hinders me from being baptized?” 37 Then Philip said, “If you believe with all your heart, you may.” And he answered and said, “I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.” 38 So he commanded the chariot to stand still. And both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water, and he baptized him.
A. The third baptism is a baptism by another believer being totally immersed in water.
B. This was a pattern throughout New Testament following salvation.
C. It is an outward sign, usually publicly, of our decision to repent and bury our old sin-nature and be baptized into Christ, reborn as a new creation in Christ.
D. This may occur at any time after salvation. 
E. The significance of water baptism is that it represents the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ and our identification with Him in it.
F. Water baptism should forever mark our thinking of the reality of our now being IN Christ. 
2. Acts 2:38 Then Peter said to them, “Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.
A. Some have confused the baptisms with one another as they have taught that Peter was telling them that they needed to repent and be water baptized to be saved which is incorrect. Peter was speaking of the this new-birth.
B. Water baptism is not required for us to be saved and to go to heaven. Water does not save us. It the Blood of Christ that saves us and cleanses us from all our sin.
C. It is an outward sign of an inward grace that we have been crucified with Christ, buried with Him, and raised together with Him to walk in this new life of Christ.
3. 2 Corinthians 5:17, 21 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new. 21 For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.
A. Our old lifestyle was an outward reflection of our old, sinful, dead nature, that included our old ways of thinking, speaking, and acting that is being crucified and buried.
B. When you are buried with Christ in water baptism, you are proclaiming to heaven, earth, and the devil that the old you died, and does not exist anymore.
C. To be buried with Jesus means that your old self died to sin just as Jesus did when He was made to be sin for us. That is why we are immersed in water. 
D. It is picture of a burial of our old sin nature and the resurrection of our new life in Christ!
4. Romans 6:10-13 For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God. 11 Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord. 12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its lusts. 13 And do not present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin, but present yourselves to God as being alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness to God.
A. When we in obedience to the Word, reckon, account, and confess that we are dead to sin and alive unto God through Jesus Christ we will experience spiritual growth and victory in our lives continually. 
B. Every believer needs to be baptized as it is an essential and basic doctrine of Christianity and obedience on our new lives as followers or disciples of Christ.
C. Water baptism should be a very significant event in our walk of faith as it should signify our full commitment to obey and follow Jesus, being willing to fulfill God’s plan and purpose for our lives.
D. The new-birth or salvation, the Holy Spirit coming upon us, and water baptism are all basic parts of Christianity and they provide a solid foundation that we are to build our lives upon.
