A. WE LIVE IN A TIME OF WIDESPREAD
“Dear Friend, do not be surprised at the fiery ordeal that has come on
you to test you, as though something strange were happening to you.’

B. THE 1°" CENTURY CHRISTIAN CHURCH WAS UNDER CONSTANT

ATTACK.
