SECOND READING 1 CORINTHIANS 15:35-38, 42-50

In the Apostles’ Creed, we speak of the “resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting.” Using
the metaphor of a planted seed and the story of Adam, Paul preaches passionately about the
mystery of following Christ's perfect life into eternity.

35 But someone will ask, “How are the dead raised? With what kind of body do they come?”
36 Fool! What you sow does not come to life unless it dies. 37 And as for what you sow, you do
not sow the body that is to be, but a bare seed, perhaps of wheat or of some other grain.

38 But God gives it a body as he has chosen, and to each kind of seed its own body.

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COMMEMORATIONS

“The saints are to be remembered so that we may strengthen our faith when
we see how they experienced grace and how they were helped by faith.”

- On February 23rd, we remember Polycarp, Bishop of Smyrna, a martyr,
who died in 156. Because he is said to have been known by John, the
author of Revelation, as well as the important early church fathers
Irenaeus and Ignatius, Polycarp serves as a vital link in church history. He
was burned at the stake at age 86 for refusing to renounce his faith.

- On February 25™, we remember Elizabeth Fedde, a deaconess who died
in 1921. Born in Norway and trained there as a deaconess, Fedde was
asked to come and minister to the poor and to seamen in New York City.
She established the Deaconess House in Brooklyn as well as Deaconess
Hospital in Minneapolis.

- On March 1%, we remember George Herbert, a hymnwriter who died in
1633. An excellent scholar, Herbert served briefly in the English
parliament, then became a parish priest. He was known for devoted care
of his parishioners, as well as for writing poetry and hymns, including
"Come, my way, my truth, my life." He died at age 40.

THOUGHT FOR TODAY

In her amazing podcast Everything Happens, Kate Bowler interviews Anthony
Ray Hinton, a Black man in Alabama who was unjustly convicted of two
murders and sat on death row for twenty-eight years until Equal Justice
Initiative and Bryan Stevenson helped overturn his conviction and set him
free. In a powerful interview (Season 5, Episode 16) Hinton shares a Christlike
vision of mercy for all: “We are all worthy. The good and the bad among us,
the criminals and the saints, the deserving and the undeserving.” Jesus offers
a message of forgiveness and mercy that grounds our lives as Christians.
