Bible Study  Questions:   March 03-March 10, 2025
Begin your Bible study each day with prayer.  Ask the LORD to help you focus and understand what you are studying.   
THE MAIN POINT OF THIS WEEK’S PASSAGE:  Descending further into sin elicits an emotional reaction from God.
MEMORY VERSE FOR THE WEEK: “Then the Lord said, ‘My Spirit will not contend with humans forever, for they are mortal; their days will be a hundred and twenty years.’” (Genesis 6:3)
Each day, read the designated passage of scripture. Using your sermon notes as well as your Study Bible, define the main words in the passage.  When appropriate, write the passage of scripture in your own words.  Next, write out what the passage means, or interpret the passage.  Finally, write out what this specific passage means to you. Think about what this teaches us about God, people, your family, sin, and our salvation. Determine if there are promises to proclaim or truths to believe; sin to confess; and/or adjustments to be made in your life.  After applying these verses to your life, determine who you should tell about what you learned.   
DAY 1: Genesis 6:1-3.  Read Job 1:6, Job 2:1, and John 1:12 in reference to the phrase “sons of God.” Cross reference Genesis 6:3 with the lineage of Cain in Genesis 4.  Also cross reference Genesis 6:3 with Psalm 78:39. 





DAY 2:  Genesis 6:4-8.  Cross reference Genesis 6:4 with Number 13:33.  Cross reference Genesis 6:6 with 1 Samuel 15:29.  





DAY 3:  Genesis 6:9-10.  Cross reference Genesis 6:9 with Genesis 5:22-24 and Deuteronomy 13:4.






DAY 4:  Read Genesis 6:1-10 as a family devotional.
