Types of hedonism
• Psychological hedonism: The idea that people are motivated to maximize pleasure and avoid 

pain

• Ethical hedonism: The idea that pleasure and pain determine right and wrong actions 

• Hedonistic egoism: The idea that actions are justified if they bring pleasure to the individual 

• Hedonistic utilitarianism: The idea that actions are justified if they bring more pleasure than 
pain to the greater good 

• Religious hedonism: The idea that God's goal and the human 
desire for happiness are the same
