MARK YOUR CALENDAR

SCRIPTURE CAKE 

½ cup room temperature butter (Judges 5:25) 

2 cups flour (1 Kings 4:22) 

¼ teaspoon salt (Leviticus 2:13) 

1 cup figs (1 Samuel 30:12) 

1 ½ cups sugar (Jeremiah 6:20) 

2 teaspoons baking powder (Luke 13:21) 

½ cup water (Genesis 24:11) 

1 cup raisins (1 Samuel 30:12) 

3 eggs room temperature separated (Isaiah 10:14) 

1 TBS honey (Proverbs 24:13) 

¾ cup sliced or chopped almonds (Genesis 43:11) 

 

Blend butter, sugar, spices and salt.  Beat 
egg yolks and add.  Sift in baking powder 

and flour then add water and honey.  Chop 
fruit and add.  Beat egg whites until still.  

Fold into batter.  Grease a 9x13 pan.  Bake 
at 375 for 35 minutes, check to see if done.  

Bake until done.
